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The Development Cooperation Fund (OAS/DCF) is governed by its Statutes (CIDI/doc 99/14 rev.1) and draws on voluntary contributions from member States, plus the interest accrued by the Fund. Member States that contribute to the Fund within the deadlines established in Article 17 of the OAS/DCF Statutes have the right to be part of the programming of the corresponding cycle.
When allocating the resources to finance the approved Programmatic Approach, the Secretariat uses funding in the following order: 1) the unexecuted balances from previous cycles, 2) interest accrued and, finally, 3) new contributions. The funds from previous cycles are maintained separate from the new contributions expressly to avoid double charging of the ICR and Reserve Account deductions.

In accordance with the OAS General Standards and the OAS/DCF Statutes, DCF contributions pay for technical direction and administrative support of the OAS/DCF programs (Indirect Cost Recovery, ICR) and finance the Fund’s Reserve Account. Once the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD) approves the Programmatic Approach, the deductions are made in the following manner:
· 10% of the resources are dedicated to the Reserve Account, which is then divided into three portions: 3% of the 10% is allocated to Unforeseen Activities; and the remaining 7% is divided into two parts: 70% for the Project Preparation Fund, and 30% for the Evaluation Fund. [OAS/DCF Statutes Article 7, AICD/JD/DE.20/02 and CEPCIDI/RES.109 (CX-O/05)]

· Previously, the Fund had been charged 15% (higher than the standard rate) for technical direction and administrative support. Due to the approval of the restructured DCF, any new contributions utilized for the 2017-2021 cycle will pay the standard 13% rate. [OAS General Standards, Ch.IV, Art.80 (f)]
Any complementary financial contributions made by external organizations are credited to the project(s) specified by the donor and pay the same ICR rate.
In general terms, the OAS/DCF is composed of the following elements:
1. Member States contributions
2. Interest accrued

3. Reserve Account (10% of contributions)

· Unforeseen Activities Fund (3% of the 10%)

· Project Preparation Fund (70% of the remaining 7%)

· Evaluation Fund (30% of the remaining 7%)

4. Cooperation Account: Includes the funds approved by the MB/IACD to cover the Fund’s 2016-2018 audits. (AICD/JD/DE-112/17 - English - Español)
5. Technical Meetings Account: Technical meetings, seminars and workshops which contribute to inter-American dialogue and partnerships for development.
6. Sub-accounts established in support of Haiti after the 2010 earthquake:

· Haiti Fund: “Program for the Promotion and Management of Cooperation and Development in Haiti”. (AICD/JD/DE-73/10 - English - Español)
·  “FEMCIDI-Haití”: After the earthquake, Haiti was not able to finalize its FEMCIDI projects, so the MB/IACD decided to create a sub-account with the unexecuted balances for future reprogramming. (AICD/JD/DE-72/10 - English - Español) 
7. Awards and projects under execution: They hold the funds approved by the MB/IACD for a specific programming cycle. 
· 2010/11 Programming Cycle Award: Contains the unexecuted balances from the last FEMCIDI Cycle.
· 2014-2017 Programming Cycle Award: It holds the obligations and unexecuted balances from the first DCF cycle.
· 2017-2021 Programming Cycle Award: Once the MB/IACD approves the Programmatic Approach, a new award will be created to hold the funds approved by the Management Board. (AICD/JD/DE-112/17)
