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METHODOLOGY
The Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) will act as the meeting’s moderator. Each session will be introduced by the Secretariat with a general overview. Ten (10) minutes are allotted for the introduction and methodological overview.

After the introductory remarks, the open-dialogue begins, prompted by pre-circulated lead questions for each session (included in the agenda). The objective of the dialogue is to provide technical guidance and to find agreement on future steps to be taken to achieve further progress on the implementation of recommendations made by Cooperation Authorities during the Meeting of High-Level Authorities held in September, 2018. 
Breakout sessions: These sessions will offer participants another opportunity to discuss, reflect, and find points of common agreement in a smaller and more focalized setting. Parallel interactive breakout sessions will be guided and moderated by a Member State delegate. The moderator will be supported by a member of the Secretariat in drafting a follow-up proposal based on the conclusions of the session.
Thus, each topic on the agenda will start with an introduction by the Secretariat, followed by an open dialogue that will continue in smaller groups during the breakout sessions. The Secretariat will prepare a standard format that will serve as a guide for the groups and facilitate progress during the re-group session.
Regroup session: The moderator of each group will inform to the plenary about the main conclusions and proposed concrete actions. 
Meeting wrap up: To conclude, the results of all breakout and regroup sessions will be combined. Participants may make comments and contributions during a final open dialogue aimed at formulating an implementation plan with concrete actions. 1 hour and 15 minutes will be allotted for the wrap-up at the end of the second day. 
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
