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The objective of the present document is to bring to the attention of the Management Board key elements that would be impacting the FEMCIDI 2009 Programming process.  This document was prepared using information as of September 28, 2009 and includes financial information on voluntary contribution pledges to the FEMCIDI 2009 Programming Cycle as well as information on continuation and new projects. 

In that respect, it is important to highlight that on August 7 of the present year, the Management Board extended the deadline for Member States to present their voluntary contribution pledges to the FEMCIDI 2009 Programming Cycle to August 31 and the Executive Secretariat would have until September 15 to prepare the corresponding preliminary Programming Proposal (AICD/JD/DE.70/09). 

1.   Financial status:

As of September 28 2009, the FEMCIDI 2009 pledge amounted to US$ 4,297,444.62 

Taking into account the 15% corresponding to the contribution to the Regular Fund and the 10% corresponding to the contribution to the Reserve Account, the total net available amount of these pledges comes to US$  3,223,083.47 
· In addition to the pledges made to FEMCIDI 2009, FEMCIDI has an available amount US$1,452,273.73 corresponding to interest and unexecuted balances from previous FEMCIDI cycles that can also be used to finance the execution of projects in 2010. 

In total, adding these amounts, the FEMCIDI 2009 Programming available balance is US$ 4,675,357.20 as detailed in Table 1 below:
