The Permanent Mission of El Salvador to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the General Secretariat of the Organization, Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) in referring to the meeting of the IACD Management Board held on February 23, 2012, and especially to the request of its Chair to the members of the Board to presents proposed actions in implementation of the three strategic objectives described in the Work Plan of the Board for this term.

In that regard, this Mission wishes to submit to the Chair of the IACD and, through him, to the members of the Management Board, for their consideration, the following proposed actions:

a. Resource mobilization

· Develop, with support from the General Secretariat, an external resource mobilization strategy that includes, among other aspects, taking advantage of the dynamics and actors participating in the General Assembly and the sectoral meetings of CIDI as a platform to lend visibility to specific projects and programs (included in a previously prepared portfolio) to attract the attention of international donors.

· Study the feasibility of a strategy for establishing public-private partnerships in specific projects/programs now approved by the member states to promote corporate social responsibility and incorporate additional actors in cooperation efforts.

· Invite the Secretary for External Relations to participate in the next meeting of the Management Board of the IACD to present a draft external resource mobilization strategy that takes account of the different variables proposed by the member states.

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b. Validation/incorporation of new cooperation modalities

· Recommend to the General Secretariat,
/ for the development area, the centralization of information under the coordination of a single unit on coordinating (supply and demand), implementing, and evaluating the different nonfinancial cooperation modalities, and that, in turn, a mechanism be established that allows national cooperation agencies to provide and request experiences, good practices, and technical skills in the framework of the priority areas established in the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development.

· Promote the periodicity of dialogue among cooperation authorities of the Hemisphere for more active involvement by cooperation agencies of member states in the incorporation of new cooperation modalities.

· Ensure that, in the framework of the new FEMCIDI structure, an invitation is issued in each corresponding sectoral area to make available and request technical cooperation and best practices, in addition to the financial resources available for each program to be implemented.

· Recommend to the General Secretariat/OAS the identification and establishment of institutional synergies with other regional organizations (the Iberoamerican General Secretariat and the Latin American and the Caribbean Economic System) working effectively in the area of South-South cooperation efforts so as to coordinate efforts and capitalize on best practices in this area.

c. Reorganization of the normative documents of FEMCIDI

· Engage in substantive debate regarding FEMCIDI to study its viability, taking into account the marked reduction in contributions, seeking to identify courses of action that encourage both member states and external donors to participate in this cooperation system (e.g.: multinational projects with impact that can include all countries of the region).

· Evaluate the new FEMCIDI structure in the framework of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, and propose to CIDI any adjustment and amendments needed for definitive adoption of a structure that enables cooperation for development efforts to be made in the OAS framework.

The Permanent Mission of El Salvador avails itself of this opportunity to convey to the General Secretariat, Executive Secretariat for Integral Develop Integral, the assurances of its highest consideration.
