DRAFT RESOLUTION 

PROVISIONAL OPERATION OF THE SPECIAL MULTILATERAL FUND OF 
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (FEMCIDI)

(Draft resolution presented by the Chair of the Management Board 

of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development)

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT, 

HAVING SEEN:

That the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) is in crisis given the greatly curtailed availability of financing for cooperation for integral development actions; and

That the characteristics of projects for financing in the FEMCIDI framework should be adjusted appropriately in view of the scarcity of resources; 

CONSIDERING:

That programmatic approaches are the most efficient modality for project execution and resource management in a context of financial hardship;

That it is planned to continue to promote the implementation of programmatic approaches in the different sectors; and

That on October 25, 2010, by resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI): Establishment of a Transition Period Aimed at Putting into Practice the Proposed Structure for FEMCIDI,” the member states approved the transition period for putting into practice the proposed structure for the functioning of FEMCIDI; (…..)

That it is necessary to conduct pilot tests of the functioning of this new structure prior to amending FEMCIDI’s regulatory framework; and

That it is planned to evaluate and update the proposed structure for the functioning of FEMCIDI,

RESOLVES:

1. To approve the pilot transition period for the proposed structure for the functioning of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) based on the considerations below, the details of whose directives are contained in document (CIDI/doc.____/12), which also provides for the following phases:

Project profile presentation

Phase III:
Definition and compilation of Program (Meeting to design the Program)

Phase IV:
Creating partnerships (Programming meeting with partners and donors)

Phase V:

Phase VI:
Implementation

Phase VII:
Evaluation, reporting and dissemination of results.  Reviewing process and definition of new key themes (Sectoral/Specialized/CIDI/CEPCIDI Meeting, as appropriate)

2. To establish that this pilot transition phase for the proposed new structure will remain in effect until the date set by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) or the date of formal amendment of the Statute of FEMCIDI.

3. To monitor and evaluate the functioning of FEMCIDI during the transition period for its proposed new structure in order to recommend to CIDI any amendments deemed necessary. 

4. To underscore the progress made in implementing the proposed structure for the functioning of FEMCIDI in the education, culture, and science and technology sectors.

5. To invite the member states to participate actively in FEMCIDI and, to the extent of their possibilities, increase their contributions to it while bearing in mind that the capacities of the Fund are complementary and do not preclude other cooperation for development possibilities in the context of the sectoral Networks and other mechanisms.

6. To request the General Secretariat to report to CIDI on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.

To invite the member states to participate actively in FEMCIDI and, to the extent of their possibilities, increase their contributions to it while bearing in mind that the capacities of the Fund are complementary and do not preclude other cooperation for development possibilities in the context of the sectoral Networks and other mechanisms.

6. To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly on the implementation of this resolution at its forty-third regular session.  Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
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
