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This document was drawn up in response to decision No. 10 taken by the IACD Management Board (MB/IACD) at its meeting of April 17, 2012 (AICD/JD/DE-87/12), which instructed the General Secretariat to prepare a document on the resources existing in the 2010 and 2011 FEMCIDI Programming Cycles so that the MB/IACD could evaluate whether the programming cycles should be combined. 

In this document, the Secretariat has indicated the amounts available in the various sectoral accounts as well as a series of proposals for consideration by the MB/IACD to make it possible to increase the voluntary funds existing in each of the sectoral accounts and make them available to states as soon as possible for topics that the ministerial meetings have already approved as priorities on their development agendas.

The preceding table shows the net amounts available in the sectoral accounts as of April 2012 for programming in the 2010 and 2011 FEMCIDI cycles, after all deductions were made for contributions to the Regular Fund and to the project preparation and evaluation funds. It also reflects the decision of the MB/IACD to distribute the contributions between inactive and active accounts.

Proposal No. 1:

· Provided that FEMCIDI programming has not begun for any of the sectoral accounts, it would be advisable for the Management Board to consider combining under single programming the states’ contributions for the 2010 and 2011 FEMCIDI Programming Cycles, in order to have more funds to finance any projects agreed upon. There is a precedent for this: during the 2005/2006 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle, the contributions from both periods were merged in order to have sufficient funds to make a Programming Proposal viable.
Since a decision of this type can lead to confusion about which countries would be able to present projects, it would be appropriate for the MB to specify in any decision it adopts on the matter that the presentation and coordination of proposals would be limited to those countries that have made their contributions for both the 2010 and the 2011 cycles, even though all countries that contributed to one of the two cycles would be able to participate in FEMCIDI-funded projects.
Proposal No. 2:

· In order to increase the resources available in those accounts already selected as priority areas (culture, science and technology, tourism), it is proposed that the Management Board consider, as it did at the meeting on April 17, 2012, dividing the remaining funds for integral development ($9,295) and democracy ($40,374) from the previous cycles among the active accounts going through the transition process approved by the countries in October 2010.

Since the projects presented in the framework of the sectoral account for education will be evaluated next month by the nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES), it would be advisable for the MB/IADB to decide on the funds available in the sectoral accounts, provided that this consideration would be taken into account by the CENPES when they make their recommendations to the MB/IADB.
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
