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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
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The meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on May 2, 2017.

The meeting was opened with the adoption of the Draft Order of Business, AICD/JD/OD-49/17 English - Español
1. Appointment of Ms. Kim Osborne, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, as Director General of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD)  

Decision No. 1:
Pursuant to Article 12 of the Statutes of the Agency, the decision was made to accept the recommendation that Ms. Kim Osborne, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, be appointed Director General of the IACD.
2. Approval of the amount of seed funding of the DCF for the 2017-2021 programing cycle 
The Executive Secretary for Integral Development presented the Eligibility and Budget Proposal for the 2017-2021 Programming Cycle of the OAS Development Cooperation Fund (AICD/JD/doc.161/17-English -Español). It was noted that, CIDI approved "Education" as the Area of Action, for the 2017-2021 programming cycle of the DCF with the following programs : 1. Quality, inclusive and equitable education; 2. Strengthening of the teaching profession; and 3. Comprehensive care for early childhood (CIDI/ Doc. 216/17 - Español - English). While the Secretariat had previously indicated that a total of 18 countries are eligible to participate in the 2017-2021 programing cycle, the Secretariat clarified during the meeting that it had recently received word from the Permanent Mission of Trinidad and Tobago indicating that it may have mistakenly allocated funds destined for CICAD to the DCF, likewise it was indicated that the Uruguayan Agency for International Cooperation is reviewing the possibility of allocating funds to the DCF in order to be eligible to participate in the new program cycle. The Secretariat confirmed that it would be following up with both countries to clarify the same. 
In this regard, the Management Board made the following decisions.

Decision No. 2: 
To approve the proposed seed amount of $ 1,505,000.00 for the CDF/OAS Programming cycle 2017-2021, with the participation of projects from the 18 eligible countries listed in AICD/JD/doc. 161/17 - English – Español and, if necessary the document will be updated with the eligible member states, once the Secretariat confirms the status of  the contributions from Trinidad and Tobago and Uruguay. 
Decision No. 3: 
To instruct SEDI to work closely with participating Member States to ensure that the deadlines and criteria set out in Article 17 of the Development Cooperation Fund Statutes are met so that MB/IACD can consider and approve the Programmatic Approach no later than September 30, 2017.
Decision No. 4:
To instruct SEDI to work in close coordination with the delegation of the Bahamas, in its capacity as Chair of the Ninth Meeting of Ministers of Education and the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and the other authorities of the Troika of the Ministerial Process (the delegations of Panama and Antigua and Barbuda) to ensure consistency and coherence between the programs financed by the DCF and the implementation of the Inter-American Educational Agenda.
3. Approval of Costs of External Audit of the DCF accounts and ongoing projects of the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI) 

The Management Board made the following decisions on this subject.

Decision No. 5: 
To instruct SEDI to present a detailed breakdown of the Financial Statement of the Development Cooperation Fund, as soon as possible.
Decision No. 6:  
With a favorable recommendation from the Management Board of the IACD, request the approval of CIDI for the payment of the audit costs of fiscal years 2016, 2017 and 2018 with resources from the DCF, with the understanding that the payment for the audit of 2016 will be made immediately. Payment for year 2017 and 2018 will be made once the audit for each year is completed.  This request is based on article 10 (d) of the DCF Statute on appropriations for unforeseen situations. Once approved by CIDI, the SEDI must initiate the administrative processes for payment of the audit cost for year 2016, and secure the funds for payment of year 2017 and 2018.
4. Second Specialized CIDI meeting of High-level Authorities of Cooperation [AG/RES. 2881 (XLVI-O/16) ] 

Decision No. 7: 
The Board decided that because a panel discussion on “Development and Prosperity" will be held at the OAS General Assembly in June 2017, it would be more appropriate to wait for the results of the issues discussed at the panel to align them with the preliminary draft Agenda of the Meeting of High Level Authorities of Cooperation, which will be postponed for a date beyond October 2017. At the end of the General Assembly the Secretariat will be consulting with member states on possible subjects of interest to be included in the preliminary Draft Agenda.

Some members of the Management Board of the IACD expressed the convenience of having a Preparatory Meeting for the Meeting of High Level Authorities of Cooperation in October 2017, which coincides with the autumn meetings of the World Bank.
