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Distribution of Resources by Fund Type and Object of Expenditure

The information contained herein represents an updated distribution of the resources of the Regular, Voluntary and Specific funds by Subprogram and object of expenditure. They replace the graphs presented in the July 2010 Proposed Program-Budget for 2011 at the beginning of each chapter in Section II of the Budget document
/. All figures are stated in thousands of US dollars.

The purpose of this update is twofold:

1. To provide the Member States with a more accurate distribution of the resources by object of expenditure. Resources originally listed under Object 9 (“Other”) have been reviewed and re-codified under other objects of expenditure to reflect more accurately the programming of activities for FY 2011 under Specific Funds.

Further, performance contracts (CPRs) expected to be awarded to “natural” persons (i.e., individuals) were listed in the original document under the “personnel” (Object 1) category. These resources are now being listed under Object 8 (“Contracts”) to maintain consistency with budgetary data from previous years.

2. To serve as a listing of the discrepancies found in the original budget document as a result of the redistributions described in #1 above, along with the corrections thereof.

Specifically, pages 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15, 17, 19, 21 and 23  in the document here presented correspond to pages 21, 32, 39, 53, 66, 76, 84, 94, 109, 117 and 130, respectively, in the English version of the Proposed Program-Budget. 

Pages 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16, 18, 20, 22 and 24 of the document here presented offer the reader additional information not included in the Proposed Program-Budget.  These pages take the data on the distribution by Object of Expense for “All Funds” and divide it into Regular Fund in one instance, and Specific and Voluntary Funds in the other.

· A total of $20,450,100 assigned to the “Other” category of expense.

· Figure has been revised downward to $4,497,100 and the difference has been redistributed among the other objects of expenditure

· A total of $14,080,300 assigned to the “Other” category of expense.

· Figure has been revised downward to $5,526,600 and the difference has been redistributed among the other objects of expenditure




II. Other Discrepancies.

a) Page 21 of the original document incorrectly states that the overall total of all funds in the Proposed Program-Budget 2011 is US$ 169,645.0. The correct figure should be US$ 169,945.0. This was a typographical error in the original submission.

b) Page 53 of the original document incorrectly states that the overall total of all funds in the Proposed Program-Budget 2011 for CITEL is US$ 787.2, of which US$ 308.8 is listed as corresponding to Non-Personnel. The correct figures should be a total of US$ 567.2 of which US$ 88.8 corresponds to Non-Personnel, respectively. It also states that the total for the Trust for the Americas (TA) is  US$ 232.1 plus a figure of $237.0 that is not part of the aggregate. The correct figure for the TA is US$ 182.1, and the extraneous datum has been eliminated.

c) Page 108 of the original document incorrectly states that the overall total of all funds in the Proposed Program-Budget 2011 for the Secretariat for External Relations is US$ 51,161.0. The correct figure should be US$5,161.0.

These updated graphs and corrected figures will be included in the final version of the approved 2011 Program-Budget.
