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To put in place a tool for analyzing the mandates for each topic defined with a view to establishing a preponderance of mandates without requiring the establishment of rigorous criteria for priority, which is understood as the precedence or superiority of one thing over another, the Chair of the Working Group wishes to propose that a categorization of mandates be established for each topic.

This methodology will enable comparisons and possible contrasts to be drawn, so that data can be organized conceptually and information on mandates presented according to some sort of pattern or consistent basis. Categorizing will also facilitate classification of the relevant elements of mandates, and is therefore conducive to significantly simplifying things by giving current mandates, already classified by topic, a unity of meaning. 

The Chair thus proposes that the following categories be established to group the current mandates:
Mandates for strengthening of executing programs.- A set of measures and/or activities carried out to achieve a certain objective.
Management Mandates.- Action taken to resolve a matter or to implement a project.
Procedures Mandates.- Comprise activities to achieve a certain aim or to perform a task more effectively. 
The above-mentioned categories will apply to mandates on the following topics:
· Training and resource allocation
· Human resource policies
· Development of strategies
Given their characteristics of mandates grouped under the topic "Presentation of reports," the Chair proposes not categorizing them or those included under “Review of the General Standards" and "Others," because the number of mandates renders classification impossible.

Should the categorization of mandates win approval, the Chair would submit the exercise for the aforementioned three issues for consideration by the Working Group at its next meeting.
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
