Draft resolution “Request for supplementary appropriation to the Indirect Cost Recovery Fund for 2013” (CP/CAAP-3247/13 and CAAP/GT/RVPP-205/13)
The draft resolution “Request for supplementary appropriation to the Indirect Cost Recovery Fund for 2013” (CP/CAAP-3247/13) was considered by the Working Group at its meetings on August 20, September 3 and 17, and October 1, 2013.

The delegations asked the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF) for further information, which was distributed as document CAAP/GT/RVPP-205/13. Finally, the Working Group agreed not to continue consideration of the topic at future meetings.
Report - Communication technologies available for use by the OAS (CP/doc.4926/13 corr. 1, CAAP/GT/RVPP-207/13 and add. 1)
This report was considered at the meetings held on August 20, September 3 and 17, and October 1, 2013. At those meetings, the delegations requested further information, which was provided by the SAF and published in documents CAAP/GT/RVPP-207/13 and add. 1.

On October 1, as envisaged in the CAAP schedule, the member states visited the principal meeting rooms in the GSB building (1889 F Street NW) equipped with information technology facilities.


At the meeting of the Working Group on October 1, it was agreed to ask the CAAP to extend the mandate of the Working Group to continue consideration of the topic and to ask the SAF to provide, as soon as possible, a compendium of the working documents considered thus far, including the recommendations for centralizing procurement processes for I.T. and similar equipment and its maintenance, along with a suggestion regarding the set of rules to be amended or drawn up for their implementation.

In addition, the Working Group asked the Chair to present for consideration by the Working Group responsible for the draft resolution for the 2014 program-budget, a proposed text extending said mandate. That text was presented on October 2, 2013 and reads as follows:
To instruct the Permanent Council to conclude, through the CAAP, the study relating to the enhanced plan for implementation by the Organization of existing or available communication technologies and to submit it for consideration by the General Assembly at its next regular session. 
Some delegations sent their comments to this Chair for inclusion in the plan. They were forwarded to the SAF.
Review of resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of costs of conferences and meetings funded by the OAS" (CP/CAAP-3256/13 rev. 1)
At the meeting held on October 1, the Chair proposed two courses of action to the Working Group:
· First course of action:  In informal consultations, some delegations said consideration should be given to postponing this discussion until next year and linking it to discussion of the biannual budget, bearing in mind that resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11) also mandates a review of its contents every two years.
· Second course of action:  the Chair suggested that at the next meeting of this Working Group the delegations could pronounce on the three scenarios set forth in document CP/CAAP-3256/13 and at the same time the Chair would work on a draft resolution for updating resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), so that the member states could act on the matter.

The Working Group opted for a course of action that would merge both of the Chair's proposals and agreed:

· to postpone discussion of the matter until next year;
· to pronounce on the three scenarios set out in document CP/CAAP-3256/13, at the first meeting of the Working Group in 2014, and
· requested the Chair to present a draft resolution for updating resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11)
Changes to the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat of the Organization, regarding the hiring mechanisms referred to in Chapter III (CAAP/GT/RVPP-182/13 rev. 9)
The SAF, the Department of Legal Services and the OAS Staff Association informed the Working Group that the joint document was not yet available, so it was decided to cancel the informal meeting scheduled for Monday, October 7, 2013. 
Accordingly, the Chair thought it best to circulate the aforementioned document as a briefing document as soon as it is presented by the Secretariat and to convene the informal meeting of negotiation once the delegations have had time to examine that document.
The Chair thanks the member states for their participation, collaboration, and inputs on all the issues mentioned in this report in the course of the informal meetings, which have made it possible to move ahead with the tasks assigned to this Group by the CAAP.
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
