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The Working Group on Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons agrees upon the following methodology for complying with the mandates contained in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2825 (XLIV-O/14), "Draft Inter-American Convention on Protecting the Human Rights of Older Persons."

Methodology:

· Document CAJP/GT/DHPM-37/12 add. 29 corr. 1, which reflects progress in the negotiations thus far, will serve as a point of reference for the negotiations. The delegations gave a vote of confidence to the Chair of the Working Group to work on a new text that avoids duplication and facilitates a consensus.
· In due course, the Chair will submit alternative texts for the Working Group to consider.

· Before each meeting, member state delegations will be requested to submit, preferably two weeks in advance, the proposals to be included in the document to be discussed at the meeting, with the aim of facilitating exchange of information among all delegations.
· To expedite formal negotiations by the Working Group and make efficient use of the resources at its disposal, informal consultations will take place on the topics to be discussed.

· The Chair will distribute the documents resulting from each meeting of negotiation, if possible within five working days after each meeting. 
· Should some clearly defined article or topic in the document trigger excessively long discussion or debate, the Chair of the Working Group may propose the establishment of a sub-working group to deal specifically with that subject in depth during informal meetings and come up with a recommendation to the plenary of the Working Group by a given date. 

· Prior to each meeting of negotiation, a maximum length of time will be established for interventions by delegates and for discussion of the topics or articles scheduled for each meeting.
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
