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I. Introduction

By means of resolutions AG/RES. 2455 (XXXIX-O/09) and AG/RES. 2562 (XL-O/10), the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to convene a “special meeting on human rights and older persons, with the participation of national representatives and experts from the academic sector and civil society, as well as from international organizations, for the purpose of sharing information and best practices and examining the feasibility of preparing an inter-American convention on the rights of older persons.” That meeting was held on October 28, 2010, and was attended by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), representatives of civil society, and specialists from the OAS General Secretariat. 

In June 2011, by means of resolution AG/RES. 2654 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to create a working group which would first prepare a report analyzing “the situation of older people in the hemisphere and the effectiveness of the binding universal and regional human rights instruments in protecting rights of older persons” and would then prepare a “Draft Inter-American Convention for the promotion and protection of the rights of older people.”

In 2012, through resolution AG/RES. 2726 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to extend the mandate of the Working Group for it to conduct the formal negotiation process of the Draft Convention. 

In June 2013, in resolution AG/RES. 2792 (XLIII-O/13), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to extend the mandate of the Working Group so it could conclude the formal negotiation process of the Draft Inter-American Convention on the Human Rights of Older Persons.

In June 2014, in resolution AG/RES. 2825 (XLIV-O/14), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to extend the mandate of the Working Group for it to conclude the formal negotiation process of the Draft Inter-American Convention on the Human Rights of Older Persons and seek to submit it for adoption by the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly.

II. Authorities

For the period covered by this report, the Working Group was installed by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) on September 25, 2014. At its meeting of October 17, 2014, the CAJP elected Rodrigo Olsen, Alternate Representative of Chile to the OAS, to serve as the Chair of the Group.  Subsequently, at the meeting on October 24, 2014, the Working Group elected Ivan Chanis, Alternate Representative of Panama to the OAS, to serve as Vice Chair; and Ardelle Sabido, Alternate Representative of Belize to the OAS, as Second Vice Chair.

III. Mandate

On July 23, 2014, the Permanent Council assigned the CAJP responsibility for the follow-up and implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2825 (XLIV-O/14) “Draft Inter-American Convention on the Protection of Human Rights of Older People.”
/ Through this resolution, the Working Group received a mandate to “conclude the process of formal negotiation of the Draft Inter-American Convention on the Human Rights of Older Persons and seek to present it to the General Assembly for adoption at its forty-fifth regular session.”

IV. Civil Society Participation

The Working Group will foster participation by the civil society organizations included in the Organization’s register that have a particular competence in this area, in accordance with the terms of the “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities” adopted by the Permanent Council by means of resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99). 

V. Activities of the Working Group

In pursuit of the mandate set forth in resolution AG/RES. 2825 (XLIV-O/14), the Working Group will hold its meetings in accordance with the enclosed schedule. The Group’s activities will focus on the formal negotiation of the Draft Inter-American Convention on the Human Rights of Older Persons, on the basis of document CAJP/GT/DHPM-37/12 add. 29 corr. 1 and in accordance with the working method set out in document CAJP/GT/DHPM-141/14. 

This Work Plan and tentative schedule will serve as the general framework for the Group’s activities over the 2014-2015 period, subject to such modifications as may be necessary as the tasks set out therein proceed in order to ensure optimal results.

I would like to use this opportunity to inform the delegations that make up the Working Group that I will be pleased to receive their suggestions on this draft Work Plan, and I thank them in advance for their support in discharging the tasks with which we have been entrusted.
