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PROPOSALS FOR ARTICLE 37

Option A (Based on the MESISIC):

In order to promote implementation of the Convention, a Committee of Experts shall be established to:

i. Monitor progress by the States Parties in complying with the commitments arising out of this Convention and assume responsibility for technical review of its implementation;

ii. Submit reports containing recommendations with respect to progressive compliance with the Convention in accordance with the subject under review; and

iii. Facilitate the exchange of experiences and best practices among the States Parties.

The Committee shall comprise experts appointed by each State Party, who shall act in an independent capacity. 

Secretariat functions shall be performed by the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States (OAS).

The Monitoring Mechanism shall be based at the headquarters of the OAS General Secretariat.

The Committee shall adopt and disseminate its own Rules of Procedure.

Option B (Based on the paragraphs on the monitoring mechanism contemplated in Article 15 of the Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, and Related Forms of Intolerance)

In order to monitor the implementation of the commitments assumed by the States Parties to this Convention:

i. An Inter-American Committee for the Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons shall be established, comprised of one expert appointed by each of the States Parties who shall execute his or her functions in an independent manner and shall monitor the commitments undertaken in this Convention. 

ii. The Committee shall be established when the Convention comes into force and its first meeting shall be convened by the General Secretariat of the OAS as soon as the fifth instrument of ratification has been received. The first meeting of the Committee shall be held at the Headquarters of the Organization three months after its convocation for the purpose of declaring its establishment, approving its Rules of Procedure and its working method, and electing its officials. That meeting shall be presided over by the representative of the country that deposits the first instrument of ratification of the Convention which establishes the Committee.

iii. The Committee shall be the forum for the exchange of ideas and experience, as well as for examining progress made by the States Parties in implementing this Convention and any circumstance or difficulty affecting the extent of compliance therewith. Said Committee may recommend to the States Parties that they adopt the appropriate measures. For this purpose, the States Parties undertake to submit a report to the Committee, within one year of its first meeting, with respect to fulfillment of the obligations contained in this Convention. The reports that the States Parties submit to the Committee shall also contain disaggregated data and statistics on groups in situations of vulnerability. Thereafter, the States Parties shall submit reports every four years. The General Secretariat of the OAS shall give the Committee any support it requires for the performance of its functions. 

PROPOSAL FOR THE NEW ARTICLE ON THE CONFERENCE OF STATES PARTIES

(Based on Article 40 of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities)
The States Parties [BOL, VEN: to this Convention] shall meet [BOL, VEN: regularly] in a Conference of States Parties in order to consider [BOL, VEN: , where applicable,] [BOL, VEN: any ] matters with regard to the its implementation, advancement, [COL: monitoring], amendments, and  coordination with the organs of the Organization [BOL, VEN: of  the present Convention].
No later than six months after the entry into force of the present Convention, the Conference of the States Parties shall be convened by the Secretary General of [BOL, VEN: the United Nations the Organization]. The subsequent meetings [BOL, VEN every two years] shall be convened by the Secretary General upon the decision of the Conference of States Parties.
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
