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“Integrated social and health care services” 
/:  Institutional response, in the form of provision of services, benefits, and entitlements, to the various health care and social needs associated with older persons' lack of autonomy in their day-to-day life, with a view to enhancing their independence, dignity, and wellbeing.
“Informed consent” 
/:  Voluntary decision of older persons in relation to any matter affecting their autonomy, integrity, or wellbeing, after receiving information of the highest quality, freely available on a non-discriminatory basis, accessible according to their communication needs (including physical circumstances) and presented in an acceptable and understandable manner, considering the range of existing options, their risks and benefits, and the possibility of revoking the decision at any time and for any reason, without this involving disadvantage or prejudice.
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�.	This definition was based on texts of the United Nations Statistics Division, the Social Services Law (2005) of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, and Guatemala's Law for the Protection of Older Persons, Decree No. 80 (1996), adapted to the specific circumstances of older persons, and on the articles on social and health care services in the draft Convention which addresses them extensively.
