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Article 21
Right to an appropriate standard of living, appropriate social and health services, 
and accessibility
Older persons have the right to an appropriate standard of living, which shall include food, water, housing, clothes, proper health care, and access to social services.
Health and social services should be provided by specialized professionals and be intended to guarantee a progressive system of care, and provide special care to older persons in view of their specific needs and characteristics, promoting maintenance for as long as possible of the active and useful functions of these persons.
The States Party shall should guarantee older persons physical access to basic health and social services. To that end, they shall adopt measures to make buildings where those services are provided accessible.
The States Party shall promote the adoption of measures to ensure that transportation services and public and private places in rural as well as urban areas are physically accessible to older persons. To that end, they pledge to:
a.
To ensure that older persons who do not have sufficient income have regular urban and suburban transportation services free of cost.
b.
To ensure that seats, properly identified with the appropriate sign, are reserved for older persons on urban and suburban public transportation.
c.
To ensure that urban and suburban public transportation vehicles are accessible for older persons with reduced mobility or some disability.
d.
To ensure that buildings are accessible for older persons with reduced mobility or some disability.
Comment:
The suggestion to include communication and cultural accessibility was included in Article 24 on the right to participation in social and cultural life.
Article 22
Right to participation, social inclusion, and engagement in the community
Older persons have the right to social inclusion, participation, and engagement in their community. 
The States Party shall take effective measures that are appropriate, from an inter-generational and inter-cultural standpoint, to ensure that older persons can fully enjoy these rights, removing prejudice and stereotypes.
The States Party shall promote volunteer activities on behalf of older persons, particularly in long-stay facilities; and organizations with their participation.
Article 23
Right to participation in political and public life
Older persons have the right to participate in political and public life in the countries where they live, and not to be deprived of their rights as citizens, for reasons of age.
Older persons have the right to vote freely and be given access to the voting place, with particular attention paid to those with reduced mobility or some disability.
Older persons have the right to form their own movements or associations. To that end, the States pledge to:
a.
Promote the formation of such movements or associations, respecting their freedom of initiative, providing them with legal or financial support to carry out their activities.
b.
Promote the participation of older persons in inter-generational activities with other population groups.
c.
Ensure that older persons participate actively, through their representative associations or movements, in the development, application, and evaluation of legislative and policy measures that may affect their rights.
The States Party shall promote the direct participation of older persons in the design, implementation, and evaluation of government policies on ageing and the promotion of their rights.
The States Party shall encourage older persons to serve the community, including in voluntary positions appropriate to their interests and capacities. 
The States Party shall foster the creation of public agencies specializing in the promotion and protection of the rights of older persons.
Article 24
Right to participation in social and cultural life
Older persons have the right to participate in social and cultural life and to enjoy cultural, spiritual, and material artistic and literary works, as well as the world of the plastic and visual arts.
The States Party shall promote the adoption of measures to ensure that older persons enjoy access to cultural materials in accessible formats and enjoy physical access to places for cultural performances or services, such as at theaters, museums, cinemas, libraries, and tourism services, and, as far as possible, enjoy access to monuments and sites of national cultural importance.  
The States Party shall adopt such legislative, administrative, and other measures as may be necessary to guarantee older persons access cultural goods and services that are not free. 
The States Party shall promote measures to enable older persons to have the opportunity to develop and utilize their creative, artistic, and intellectual potential, not only for their own benefit, but also for the enrichment of society, promoting education programs in which older persons are transmitters of knowledge, culture, and spiritual values.

Article 25
Right to recreation, leisure, and sports
The States Party shall develop recreational, leisure, and sports services, programs, and activities specifically designed for older people, especially those who are in long-stay facilities, in order to promote self-realization and prevent them from being isolated.
Older persons should participate in the creation, management, and evaluation of such services, programs, or activities.
The States Party shall ensure that older persons have physical access to sports, recreational, and tourist facilities.
The States Party shall promote active ageing programs for urban and rural older people, including actions geared to older persons with reduced mobility or some disability

CHAPTER V
RIGHTS OF SPECIFIC GROUPS
Comment:
The suggestion is to delete this chapter on the rights of specific groups because, by identifying certain groups as victims of structural inequality or as highly vulnerable as they are called in the draft, there is a risk of leaving out other population groups that also need special protection from the State.
It should also be noted that within each state there are differences that call for positive action for groups, hence effort at identification should be made at the domestic level.
And finally, it should be pointed out that in reviewing the various human rights protection instruments, groups that require special measures by States Party do not seem to have been explicitly identified.
In view of the foregoing, we suggest including only Article 26 on affirmative measures, an article that recognizes in generic terms groups that are at a disadvantage and require specific protection within each State Party, without identifying them.
Article 26
Affirmative measures
The States Party recognize that older persons, particularly those who are in positions of structural inequality, are subject to many forms of discrimination, and shall adopt the necessary measures to ensure the full exercise of all the rights enshrined in this Convention. To that end, they shall implement affirmative measures of a legislative, administrative, judicial, or other nature to combat the stigma of discrimination of which they are victims, and also to assure their full social, economic, educational, political, and cultural engagement.
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
