Madam Chair:


I am forwarding herewith for consideration by the Working Group that you so ably chair, Ecuador’s proposal for Article 10 of the “Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, and Related Forms of Intolerance.”
The proposed text is as follows:

The States Parties undertake to ensure that the victims of discrimination and intolerance receive equitable treatment, equal access to the justice system, expeditious and effective proceedings, and fair compensation in the civil or criminal sphere, as applicable. In addition, they shall consider adopting the legislative measures necessary to ensure that the burden of proof will be reversed and the defendants will have to show that procedures and practices, including precautionary measures, have been adopted to ensure equitable and non-discriminatory treatment.

It should be noted that, as appropriate and as applicable, the proposal above extends to the “Draft of Legally Binding ‘Instruments’ against Racism and Racial Discrimination and against All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance.”
