The Working Group reached agreement on the following articles that, for want of a quorum, had previously only been agreed upon ad referendum: 9, 10, 12, 13, 15, 16 (ii), 16 (iii), 16 (v), 17 (1), 1 7(2), 18, 19 (1), 19 (2), 20, 22, and 23.


Article 16 (iii) of both instruments was agreed upon ad referendum of the delegation of Venezuela.

Article 17 (2) of both instruments remains agreed upon ad referendum of the delegation of Costa Rica.


The Working Group also reached agreement on the entire preamble of the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia and Related Intolerance, except for paragraph 10, which was agreed upon ad referendum of Bolivia.

In addition, the Working Group agreed on the entire preamble of the Draft of a Legally Binding “Instrument” against All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance, except for paragraphs 9 and 10, which were agreed upon ad referendum of Peru, and paragraph 11, which was agreed upon ad referendum of Bolivia.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
