Under the item “The Preliminary Draft Convention: General Considerations,” sub-item “Present international and regional standards in this regard,” it would be appropriate to make specific reference to global and regional progress and achievements in the fight against all forms of discrimination and intolerance.

In Chapter III, under the item “Acts and manifestations of racism, discrimination, and intolerance, general considerations,” Ecuador considers it necessary and appropriate to mention the situation faced by migrants in receiving countries, in order to examine protective mechanisms for these persons within and outside the region.

In Chapter V, “Protective mechanisms and monitoring, general considerations,” the best practices and policies currently followed in countries of the region to combat racism and discrimination could be included as mechanisms.

The Permanent Mission of Ecuador to the Organization of American States avails itself of this opportunity to convey to the Chair of the Working Group to Prepare a Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance the assurances of its highest consideration.
