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The Working Group met informally on Monday, April 2, 2012, in the Columbus Room of the OAS Main Building. The following delegations were in attendance:  Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, Mexico, Paraguay, and Panama.  Also present was the Department of International Law.
The delegations worked with document CAJP/GT/RDI-190/12 rev. 3, entitled, "Table Incorporating Proposals from Member States on the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, and Related Intolerance" on March 23, 2012. The following proposals arose from this meeting:
Article 1.4
1.
Racism is any theory, doctrine, ideology, or set of ideas that uphold the [supposed]
/  causal link between phenotypical or genotypic characteristics of individuals or groups and their intellectual, cultural, or personality traits, including the false notion of racial superiority. 
2.
Racism results in racial inequality as well as the notion that discriminatory relations between groups are morally and scientifically justifiable.  AGREED AD REFERENDUM OF VENEZUELA 03/08/12. 
3.
Any theory, doctrine, ideology, or set of racist ideas as established in this article, is scientifically false, morally reprehensible, socially unjust, contrary to the fundamental principles of international law, and, consequently, is a serious threat to international peace and security, and, as such, should be condemned by the States Parties. AGREED AD REFERENDUM OF VENEZUELA 03/08/12
Article 1.6
· From the delegation of Mexico: The delegations are awaiting an IACHR statement after consultation with the IACHR on this paragraph, in terms of the scope of freedom of expression.
· From the Costa Rica proposal:  Brazil requests that the part referring to [the richness and diversity of the world] be deleted.  Accordingly, they noted that they had no problem with editing another paragraph that includes that phrase but that, in any case, they were interested in keeping it out of the definition of intolerance.
Articles 4 and 5
· Proposal from Mexico: 
· For the current wording of the heading of Chapter 4 to disappear, to read instead "Duties of the State"
· For Articles 4 and 5 to be merged into one. In this exercise, account should be taken of the best wording between the two articles, for them to be framed as duties of states. 
· Proposal from Costa Rica: 
· For Article 5 to make a cross-reference to Article 4 to punish those conducts (paragraph to be redrafted). 
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�.	The delegations of Costa Rica and Mexico have to consult on deleting this term.
