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Summary of the meeting of December 15, 2008


The order of business, document CAJP/GT/ RDI-103/08, was adopted as presented.


1. Presentation of the final report of the special meeting of the Working Group to Prepare a Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance, held on November 20, 2008 

Dr. Diego Moreno, Legal Officer with the OAS Department of International Law, briefly introduced the final report of the special meeting of the Working Group to Prepare a Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance, held on November 20, 2008.  Dr. Moreno explained that the final report contained the inputs of the special guests and experts who participated in the special meeting.

After Dr. Moreno’s presentation, the Chair noted that since the report had been distributed at the end of the week prior to the meeting, she would give delegations a period of time to submit their written comments on it.  January 10, 2009 was set as the deadline for comments to be submitted in writing. The Chair noted as well that comments on the final report could also be presented at the Working Group’s next meeting, scheduled for January 12, 2009.

2. Beginning of negotiations on the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance

The Chair proposed that the start of negotiations be postponed until the January 12, 2009, meeting, the first meeting of the Working Group scheduled for 2009, to allow the delegations more time to conduct the necessary consultations.
