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Record of the meeting of March 23, 2011

The meeting, which was presided over by Mr. Danilo González, Alternate Representative of Costa Rica and Vice Chair of the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM), was held to consider the items on the order of business. The meeting was called to order at 2:45 p.m.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CE/AM-165/11)

The draft order of business presented by the Chair was adopted.

2. Progress report by the Secretariat on the project “Education for Migrant Children and Youth” (CE/AM/INF.91/11)

The progress report on the project "Education for Migrant Children and Youth" was delivered by Ms. Leonore Garcia and Ms. Cecilia Sleiman, of the General Secretariat's Office of Education and Culture.

The Chair noted the tremendous value of education as an instrument of integration, and thanked the Secretariat for the presentation.

3. Other business

The meeting approved the proposed agenda of the workshop entitled "Learning from Experiences:  Horizontal Cooperation for Migration Management" and the Technical Secretariat reported that the following delegations had confirmed their participation:  Costa Rica, Colombia, Uruguay, IOM, and MERCOSUR.

The delegation of Canada noted that the documents presented for referral to the General Assembly included a proposal by Panama on migrant populations, in particular extra-regional migration. The Chair said consideration should be given to the possibility of continuing discussion of the issue within the Committee and to verifying procedural issues to know how it was going to be handled. The Secretariat noted that it is evaluated by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure first, after which a decision would be made on where the issue was to be discussed.  

The Chair thanked Ms. Estela Díaz for her assistance with the work of this Committee and for her willingness to collaborate with all delegations. The delegation of Paraguay endorsed the statement made by the Chair.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned.
