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Summary of the meeting held on April 27, 2009

The order of business, document CE/AM-81/09 rev.2, was adopted without amendment. 
1. Presentation by the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development
The Executive Secretary for Integral Development, Ambassador Alfonso Quiñonez, gave a presentation on the different subjects addressed in the Migration and Development Program of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), specifically: (1) mapping of migration labor flows in the Americas:  “Continuous Labour Migration Reporting System for the Americas (SICREMI)”; (2) matrix of existing legal frameworks and, as appropriate, migration regulations, policies, and programs for OAS countries; and (3) mapping temporary work programs inside and outside the Hemisphere.  The presentation given by Ambassador Quiñonez was distributed as document CE/AM/INF. 70/09.
Before offering the floor to the delegations, the Chair thanked Ambassador Quiñonez for the work being done by the Secretariat in this area.  The delegations then proceeded to make comments and observations on the presentation given by the Secretariat and on the programs being promoted in this area. 

Some delegations present expressed appreciation for the presentation and the important work being done by the Secretariat in the different areas and indicated their support for these efforts.  The delegation of México referred to the SICREMI program and requested clarification as to how work would proceed in the second phase, once information had been obtained from the correspondents. 

Ambassador Quiñonez indicated that in July and August 2009, a regional workshop would be held in Chile, sponsored by ECLAC, which it was hoped the national correspondents would attend, thus being able to gather the information needed to move forward with the project.  Ambassador Quiñonez indicated that it was hoped that by the end of 2009, the necessary information would be received and, once it had been obtained, it would be possible to issue the first report, in the first half of 2010 – a cycle that would be repeated each term.

There being no other comments or requests for the floor, the Chair again expressed appreciation for the work being done by the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development under its Migration and Development Program. 

2. Presentation of the aide-mémoire on the meeting to identify ways to link the efforts of the OAS with the regional migration consultative processes 
The aide-mémoire on the meeting to identify ways to link the efforts of the OAS with the regional migration consultative processes, held on February 13, 2009, was distributed as document CE/AM-77/09 rev.1. The Chair of the CEAM reported to the delegations that this document had been prepared based on the statements and comments made by member states present at the meeting and that it sought to compile the comments of the delegations.  The Chair also reported to the delegations that the document being presented also included comments made by the Regional Conference on Migration, through its President Pro-Tempore. 
The delegation of El Salvador requested inclusion in the document of specific references not only to the countries or origin, but also to the countries of transit and destination.  The Secretariat took note of these comments and they were subsequently included in document CE/AM-77/09 rev.2. With the changes mentioned, and there being no further comments, the document was approved by the delegations. 

3. Presentation and consideration of the draft resolution “Migrant Populations and Migration Flows in the Americas” 
The draft resolution “Migrant Populations and Migration Flows in the Americas” was distributed to all delegations as document CE/AM-87/09.  The delegations of Mexico, Argentina, and Uruguay suggested that preambular paragraphs 2 and 4 be maintained, whose deletion in the document under consideration was proposed.  Some delegations requested additional time for consultations and reserved the right subsequently to comment.  The Chair reminded the delegations that the next meeting of the Special Committee to continue its consideration of the draft resolution would be held on May 5, 2009. 

After the meeting, the draft resolution was distributed as document CE/AM-87/09 rev. 1, with the changes suggested during the meeting 
4. Other business
There being no other business, the Chair declared the meeting closed.
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
