DRAFT RESOLUTION
2011: INTER-AMERICAN YEAR OF CULTURE
(Approved during the fourth plenary session held on May 5, 2009)
THE Inter-American Council for Integral Development,
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that the Heads of State and Government, meeting in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, at the Fifth Summit of the Americas, reaffirmed that intercultural dialogue and respect for cultural diversity foster mutual understanding and help reduce conflict, discrimination, and barriers to economic opportunity and social participation; and

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT ALSO:
That the Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities, at their fourth inter-American meeting in the framework of CIDI, held in Bridgetown, Barbados, on November 20 and 21, 2008, called on our nations to reflect on the social value of investing in culture and on the ever-increasing economic potential of creative and cultural industries; and affirmed that stimulating creativity in our citizens from a young age is a strategy that not only fosters personal growth and social development, but also contributes to finding new and innovative approaches to scientific, industrial, technological, and social problems; and

That the Ministers instructed the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) to reinforce cooperation with the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) in the consideration of projects and activities to strengthen ties between culture and education, including activities associated with the Inter-American Year on the promotion of Culture, such as the Gabriela Mistral Inter-American Poetry Competition and other projects to be considered,
RESOLVES:
1. To recommend to the General Assembly that it declare 2011 the “Inter-American Year of Culture.”
2. To invite member states to carry out initiatives to celebrate and strengthen their cultural diversity and the artistic creativity of its peoples] in the framework of the “Inter-American Year of Culture.”
