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PROPOSED METHODOLOGY FOR CONSIDERATION OF THE AMENDMENTS TO REGULATORY DOCUMENTS, IN ORDER TO REFLECT THE ELIMINATION OF THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CEPCIDI) ADOPTED THROUGH RESOLUTION AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12) 

(Approved at the meetings held on January 16 and 25, 2013) 

When resolution AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12), “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” entered into force it eliminated the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) and assigned to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) the functions established in the statutes, rules of procedures, and other rules of the Organization.  It also instructed CIDI to amend its Statutes and its Rules of Procedure, as well as the rules of procedure of its organs, to reflect the elimination of CEPCIDI and to put into effect by December 31, 2012, ad referendum of General Assembly approval, the amendments to its statutes, with a view to said amendments leading to a review of procedures so as to optimize its operations.  

Given that the Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs (GTFORCIDI) was elected during the XXI regular meeting of CIDI held on November 14, CIDI decided to extend to March 31, 2013 the deadline for completing that task.

PROPOSED METHODOLOGY
1. Validation and review of the Statutes and Rules of Procedure of CIDI (Items 1, 2, and 3 on the list above) based on the progress made by GTFORCIDI in 2008, reflected in the following documents:

· CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.9/08: Draft Amendments to the Rules of Procedure for the Regular and Special Meetings of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development;
· CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.10/08:  raft Rules of Procedure for the Sectoral and Specialized Meetings of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development;
· CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.8/08:  raft Amendments to the Statutes of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development.
Although the documents produced in 2008 suggest that certain aspects – mainly procedural ones not being fully complied with by CIDI or some of its organs – should be studied, the GT FORCIDI Chair proposes that during this period only the statutes and rules of procedure be amended to incorporate the elimination of CEPCIDI and the creation of the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) as a permanent committee of CIDI, leaving the consideration and study for when the GT FORCIDI further deliberates and decides on other aspects that require more in-depth analysis of the architecture of CIDI.

Request the CAM to provide the GTFORCIDI proposed language on the CAM functions that are to be incorporated into the relevant part of Article 38 of the Proposed Rules of Procedure for the Regular and Special Meetings of CIDI (CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.9/08) (CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.9/08).
2. Recommend to CIDI that no change be made to the FEMCIDI Statutes (item 4 on the list above) at the present time because the GTFORCIDI must review the provisional structure of this Fund with a view to recommending a final structure, which will definitely have a considerable affect on the content of the current Statutes. 

3. Limit changes to the other normative documents of CIDI (items 4 to 16 on the list under reference) to substitute all references to CEPCIDI with references to CIDI.

4. With respect to the General Standards of the Organization (item 17 on the list under reference), on which the recommendation would be for CIDI to refer it to the General Assembly through the Permanent Council, limit our work to recommending the paragraphs whose language should be adjusted. 
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
