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FINAL REPORT ON THE REVIEW OF THE NORMATIVE DOCUMENTS TO REFLECT THE ELIMINATION OF THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CEPCIDI) ADOPTED BY RESOLUTION AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12) 

(Agreed by the Working Group during the meeting held on February 15, 2013 and adjusted on April 25 to include the results of the Style Committee report and the addition of the draft resolution adopting the statutes of CIDI to the proposed omnibus resolution on strengthening CIDI and cooperation) 

BACKGROUND:

By resolution AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12), “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” the Permanent Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) was eliminated and its functions established in the statutes, rules of procedure, and other rules of the Organization were assigned to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).  In that resolution, CIDI was also instructed to amend its Statutes, its Rules of Procedure, and the rules of procedure of its organs, in order to reflect the elimination of CEPCIDI and put into effect, ad referendum of General Assembly approval, the amendments to its Statutes no later than December 31, 2012, so that those amendments might entail a review of procedures with a view to optimizing the operations of CIDI.  

In view of the election of the Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs (GTFORCIDI) at the XXI Regular Meeting of CIDI, held on November 14, CIDI decided to extend the period for completing this task until March 31, 2013.

NORMATIVE DOCUMENTS RECOMMENDED TO CIDI:
GTFORCIDI reviewed a total of 15 normative documents of CIDI, as well as the General Standards of the Organization.  In that regard, the recommended texts of each of these normative documents, as well as two draft resolutions for their adoption, are included.

By the first draft resolution, contained in document (CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.87/13 rev 1), the Rules of Procedure of CIDI and its Subsidiary Organs would be adopted and the Statutes of CIDI and of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development approved, ad referendum of the General Assembly, as provided in resolutions AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12) and AG/RES. 2740 (XLII-O/12).  

By the second draft resolution, contained in document (CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.88/13 rev. 1), CIDI is authorized to recommend to the General Assembly, through the Permanent Council, to consider the adoption of the Statutes of CIDI and of the IACD, as well as the changes to the General Standards. Following the decision made by the states through the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies to draw up an omnibus resolution on the strengthening of CIDI and cooperation, a decision was taken to include in this draft resolution that is to be referred to the General Assembly the relevant texts agreed on by GTFORCIDI.

It is also worth noting that during at the GTFORCIDI meeting held on February 15, 2013, a style committee was formed to review the Statutes and the Rules of Procedure of the CIDI. It comprised the delegations of the United States (English); Canada (French); Brazil (Portuguese); and Colombia (Spanish) and was open to all delegations. The Committee reviewed the documents and submitted its report (CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.90/13) to GTFORCIDI on April 25.

Note that the recommended changes to the normative documents are confined to incorporating language and general procedures enabling CIDI to function adequately once CEPCIDI has been eliminated.  

Once a consolidated version is available of the texts of all normative documents of CIDI in force, it is recommended to instruct the Secretariat to compile them in a reference volume for distribution to the permanent missions by August 30, 2013.

NORMATIVE DOCUMENTS OF CIDI NOT CONSIDERED BY GTFORCIDI:
GTFORCIDI decided to recommend to CIDI that, in this term, no amendments be made to the Statutes of the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI), since GTFORCIDI must review the provisional structure of this Fund in order to recommend a final structure, which would have some impact on the contents of the Statutes. 

ELEMENTS THAT WILL REQUIRE FURTHER ANALYSIS AS PART OF THE PROCESS OF REFLECTION AND CONSULTATION ON THE STRENGTHENING OF CIDI:
During its review process, GTFORCIDI identified a series of elements that would require further analysis by the member states during the process of reflection and consultation it will promote regarding the strengthening of CIDI and its organs.

Below is a list of elements suggested by delegations to be taken into account by GTFORCIDI as it moves forward in implementing the contents of its Work Plan and Methodology (CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.20/10 rev. 1. corr. 1), as well as the Methodology for Advancing the Work of GTFORCIDI (CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.44/11).
1. Analysis of the functions of the different organs of CIDI to determine their purpose, scope, and application with a view to their adjustment, if deemed necessary/
2. Study of the role and functions of the nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES) within the structure of CIDI. 

3. Study of the relevance and appropriateness of the different permanent committees of CIDI, and, based on that analysis, review of their functions.

4. Analysis of the scope of the financial and budgetary decisions that CIDI might take and identification of mechanisms to ensure their linkage and consistency with any decisions taken by other organs of the Organization, such as the Permanent Council and its Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP).

5. Identification of mechanisms to ensure that the sectoral and specialized ministerial meetings of CIDI, the meetings of High Authorities, and the meetings of inter-American committees and of other organs of CIDI include in their mandates to the General Secretariat precise instructions that take account, among other aspects, of the process of refining and prioritizing mandates and agreements adopted by CIDI for the drafting of mandates.

6. Review of the periodicity of the specialized and sectoral meetings of CIDI.

7. Analysis of the role of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development and the appropriateness of its continued structuring based on the inter-American cooperation programs (Reference:  Chapter V of the Statutes of CIDI)

8. Analysis of the appropriateness of the Special Committee on Trade continuing to stand (Reference:  Article 31 of the Statutes of CIDI)

9. Study the pertinence of having common rules of procedure for the Inter-American Committees that aligns certain procedural aspects and responds to the particular needs of each sector.

10. Study of the scope and appropriateness of the use of the terms “partnership for development” and “cooperation for development.”

11. Study an appropriate monitoring of programs and activities based on management indicators (Reference:  Article 39 of the Regular CIDI Rules of Procedure in relation to the functions of the Committee on Policies) 
12. Inclusion in the review of the structure of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) of the possibility of changing its name.
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
