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AG/RES. 1349 (XXV-O/95)

INTER-AMERICAN SUMMITS MANAGEMENT

(Resolution adopted at the ninth plenary session,

held on June 9, 1995)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN resolution AG/RES. 997 (XIX-O/89), “Summit Meeting of Heads of State and of Government,” which affirmed the need for a summit meeting of heads of state and government to seek solutions to the problems of all members states of the Organization of American States;

CONSIDERING:


That, in resolution AG/RES. 1254 (XXIV-O/94), “Summit of the Americas,” the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council “to prepare, in coordination with the Secretary General, the contribution of the Organization of American States to the Summit of the Americas and the follow-up of the pertinent recommendations emanating therefrom” and “to set up a working group which may, as necessary, convene special preparatory meetings for this purpose”;


That the Permanent Council established a Working Group on the Summit of the Americas at its regular meeting on June 30, 1994, and that the Group identified areas in which the OAS could contribute to the Summit;


That the Summit of the Americas was held in Miami from December 9 to 11, 1994, and that 34 leaders of the Hemisphere approved the Declaration of Principles and Plan of Action; and


That the Organization of American States is the main political forum for dialogue, understanding, and cooperation among the hemispheric countries and is an institution created by the member states to strengthen peace and security, promote and consolidate representative democracy, support national development efforts, and contribute to the elimination of extreme poverty, while scrupulously observing the principle of nonintervention in the internal or external affairs of other states;


TAKING NOTE that the Summit Conference on Sustainable Development will take place in Bolivia in 1996;


RECOGNIZING the importance of coordinated and efficient follow-up of the Plan of Action of the Summit of the Americas to ensure timely and effective implementation of the initiatives assigned to the OAS by the heads of state and government; and

REAFFIRMING:


That primary responsibility for implementing the Plan of Action falls to the governments, individually and collectively, with the participation of all elements of their civil societies;


That existing organizations and institutions such as the OAS were called upon to implement initiatives that emerged from the Summit of the Americas; and


That the OAS will have a paramount role to play in following up on the various decisions of the Summit of the Americas,

RESOLVES:


1.
To take note with satisfaction of the report of the Permanent Council on the Summit of the Americas and to approve the annexed chart entitled:  “Chart of Items from the Plan of Action of the Summit of the Americas in Which the OAS Will Have a Role.”


2.
To require the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization identified in the aforementioned chart to give priority consideration to implementation of the initiatives included in the Plan of Action adopted by the Summit of the Americas in which the OAS has been asked to play a role and to report regularly to the Permanent Council on the progress of their respective tasks concerning these matters.


3.
To instruct the Permanent Council to inform other regional and subregional governmental entities and institutions that are called upon to assist in implementing the initiatives of the Plan of Action of the Organization’s interest in receiving information on their activities and to request that they provide the Permanent Council with this information on a regular basis.


4.
To set up a Special Committee of the Permanent Council on Inter-American Summits Management, open to all member states, to ensure effective, timely, and appropriate follow-up to the activities assigned to the Organization by the Summit of the Americas and to coordinate, if so decided, OAS preparation, participation, and follow-up with regard to future summits involving all member states in whose implementation and follow-up the OAS is called upon to participate.


5.
To instruct the Special Committee to meet at least once a month to request and receive reports on a regular basis from any organ, agency, or entity of the OAS and to comment on these reports and provide specific guidance, direction, and tasking to these organs, agencies, and entities in accordance with its mandate, as stated in paragraph 4.


6.
To instruct the Special Committee to report in writing through the Permanent Council to the foreign ministers in December of each year and at each regular session of the General Assembly on the progress made in implementing this resolution.


7.
To instruct the Secretary General to support the Special Committee in the implementation of this resolution.

AG/RES. 1359 (XXV-O/95)

HEMISPHERIC SUMMIT CONFERENCE ON SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT


(Resolution adopted at the ninth plenary session,


held on June 9, 1995)

WHEREAS:


The Summit of the Americas, held in Miami in December 1994, decided that the governments should “discuss progress on implementation of international and national activities” described in Chapter IV of its Plan of Action, at the 1996 Summit Conference on Sustainable Development, to be held in Bolivia, and at subsequent annual ministerial-level meetings on sustainable development;


The Summit Conference on Sustainable Development will be the continuation of a process initiated with the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development in 1992 and followed by the decisions adopted at the Summit of the Americas;


The Government of Bolivia has requested the cooperation of the Organization of American States in preparing and holding this Summit Conference since, in its view, this Organization is the highest forum for regional consultations; and


The Government of Bolivia has taken major initiatives with regard to organizing this event, including the establishment of a regional advisory group to prepare a draft agenda in conjunction with the OAS General Secretariat,


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

RESOLVES:


1.
To accede to the request of the Government of Bolivia that the Organization of American States assist in preparing and holding the Summit Conference on Sustainable Development, to be held in that country in the second half of 1996.


2.
To instruct the General Secretariat to provide advisory services and support to the Government of Bolivia in preparing for the Summit Conference.


3.
 To instruct the Permanent Council to participate actively in preparing the agenda and formulating proposals to be considered at the Summit Conference on Sustainable Development.

AG/RES. 1377 (XXVI-O/96)

SUPPORT FOR THE SUMMIT OF THE AMERICAS INITIATIVES


(Resolution adopted at the seventh plenary session,

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN the Second Report of the Special Committee on Inter-American Summits Managements to the Ministers of Foreign Affairs in compliance with Resolution AG/RES. 1349 (XXV-O/95) (AG/doc.3329/96);

CONSIDERING:

Resolution AG/RES. 1349 (XXV-O/95), "Inter-American Summits Management," which established a Special Committee of the Permanent Council on Inter-American Summits Management to ensure effective, timely, and appropriate follow-up of the activities assigned to the Organization by the Summit of the Americas;

      The important role entrusted to the OAS in the coordination and follow-up of the agreements of the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development;


Resolution AG/RES. 1448 (XXVII-O/97), "Support for the Summit of the Americas Initiatives," and the report of the Permanent Council on inter-American summits management;


The Declaration of Principles of the Summit of the Americas held in 1994, which urges the OAS and the Inter-American Development Bank to assist countries in implementing their pledges, drawing significantly upon the Pan American Health Organization and the United Nations Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean, as well as subregional organizations for integration; and


The Commitment of Lima:  Toward a Culture of Peace and Development in the Americas, adopted by the General Assembly at its twenty-seventh regular session; and

CONSIDERING:


That relations among states of the Hemisphere have entered a new era, characterized by dialogue, consensus, and cooperation;


That current conditions in the Hemisphere have engendered a community of interests and values where it is now possible to work together to achieve common objectives through bilateral and multilateral cooperation;


That the priority matters on the hemispheric agenda call for appropriate cooperation among states and that even matters traditionally considered as the exclusive province of states, such as the institutional development of countries and the overcoming of poverty and discrimination, have a multilateral dimension;


That management of these matters requires institutionalized coordination to avoid a diffusion, fragmentation, and duplication of cooperative effort within the inter-American sphere; and that the OAS is the main forum in the Hemisphere available to states for the management of hemispheric affairs; and


That it is therefore necessary to equip the OAS with the necessary instruments for effectively facing the challenges of the new hemispheric relationship,

RESOLVES:


1.
To accelerate the process of modernization and institutional strengthening of the Organization to place it in the best possible position to follow-up on decisions adopted at summits of the Americas that are entrusted to it and to coordinate with other institutions of the inter-American system the execution of commitments assigned to it.


2.
To instruct the Secretary General to draw up and distribute to member states as soon as possible a work plan to achieve the purposes set forth in this resolution, on the basis of the deliberations of the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG).  The financial implications of the work plan for the OAS will be submitted to the Permanent Council.


3.
To request the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system to cooperate actively in all stages of the process.


4.
To request the Secretary General to present brief monthly reports in writing to the Special Committee on Inter-American Summits Management on progress in the development and implementation of the work plan and to prepare a final report which will be made available to the SIRG before the next Summit of the Americas, in Santiago in 1998.

That, in resolutions AG/RES. 1659 (XXIX-O/99), AG/RES. 1534 (XXVIII-O/98), AG/RES. 1448 (XXVII-O/97), and AG/RES. 1377 (XXVI-O/96), the General Assembly reaffirmed the mandate assigned to the Special Committee and instructed the Permanent Council to submit a written progress report on the implementation of those resolutions to the ministers of foreign affairs at the next regular session of the General Assembly; 


That the Second Summit of the Americas was held in Santiago, Chile, on April 18 and 19, 1998, and that the Heads of State and Government of the Hemisphere signed the Declaration of Santiago and the Plan of Action;


That the Santiago Plan of Action establishes that "the Governments will bear primary responsibility for implementation of the mandates of the Summit," and that "in accordance with Summit decisions, international organizations will have responsibilities in implementing this process and, as appropriate, according to Summit mandates, support will be provided by private sector organizations and civil society"; 


That, also in the Santiago Plan of Action, the Heads of State and Government assigned various mandates to the OAS and instructed the OAS General Secretariat to act as a record-keeping mechanism (the institutional memory of the process) and provide technical support to the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG);


That the Third Summit of the Americas will be held in Quebec City, Canada, from April 20 to 22, 2001, and that, during this thirtieth regular session of the General Assembly, the ministers of foreign affairs of the member states have engaged in a dialogue; and

RECOGNIZING the importance of coordinated, timely, and effective follow-up to the Plan of Action of the Santiago Summit, and of timely, effective support in the preparatory work for the Third Summit of the Americas,

RESOLVES: 


1.
To thank the Permanent Council for the report of its Special Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and to express its satisfaction with the important work of said Special Committee in implementing resolution AG/RES. 1349 (XXV-O/95) and other resolutions on the topic. 


2.
To thank also the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system for the special support they provide in implementing the initiatives of the Plan of Action of the First Summit of the Americas, held in Miami; of the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development, held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra; and of the Second Summit of the Americas, held in Santiago; and to urge them to continue to implement the Plan of Action of Miami, the Plan of Action of Santa Cruz de la Sierra, and the Plan of Action of Santiago, in accordance with the mandates of the Second Summit of the Americas.

Provide regular progress reports to the Special Committee on Inter-American Summits Management on the implementation thereof; and 

c.
Support the member states that so request in considering and preparing the topics for the Third Summit of the Americas.


5.
To instruct the General Secretariat to continue, through its Office of Summit Follow-up, to preserve the institutional memory of the Summits process, in particular by compiling and disseminating information on Summit initiatives through the Summit of the Americas Information Network and, where possible, to expand these efforts.

HAVING SEEN resolutions AG/RES. 1524 (XXVII-O/97), “Strengthening Partnership for Development Activities within the framework of CIDI”; CIDI/RES. 50 (III-O/98), “CIDI and the Summits of the Americas”; CIDI/RES. 55 (IV-O/99), “Mechanisms for Implementing the Inter-American Dialogue on Partnership for Development”; CIDI/RES. 102 (V-O/00), “Conclusions and Recommendations of the Ministerial Dialogue of the Fifth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” in particular the need to take into account the results of the Third Summit of the Americas, held in Quebec City in 2001, in the preparation of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development 2002-2005; and CIDI/RES. 2 (I-E/01), “Follow-up and Implementation of the Mandates of the Third Summit of the Americas within the framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development and the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development”;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:


That the Declaration of Quebec City, the Plan of Action, and the statement on connectivity of the Third Summit of the Americas assign a central role to the OAS, working in collaboration with other multilateral partner institutions, in the implementation and financing of the Plan of Action;


That, at the Third Summit, the Heads of State and Government agreed to encourage the efforts of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) to secure financing from both traditional and new sources, including new partnerships with the private sector, and to have the goals of the Summit incorporated into the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development 2002-2005;


That the Plan of Action of the Third Summit of the Americas reiterated the importance of political and technical meetings for transforming its policies into specific programs and projects for the benefit of member states;


That the Third Summit of the Americas instructed the ministers of foreign affairs to strengthen and reform, at the thirty-first regular session of the OAS General Assembly, the institutional mechanisms and financial capacity of the General Secretariat of the Organization to support the Summits of the Americas process, and that this matter would be discussed during the Dialogue of Heads of Delegation at the aforementioned session of the General Assembly;


That CIDI and the IACD provide the framework within the OAS for responding to the mandates of the Third Summit of the Americas included as priority areas in the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development;

That the Statutes of the IACD give the Agency principal responsibility within the OAS for formulating, coordinating, financing, and managing programs and projects in the priority areas of the Strategic Plan; and

CONSIDERING:


That, in order for CIDI and the IACD to respond effectively to the mandates of the Third Summit, it is necessary to make the appropriate changes to the mechanisms for intergovernmental policy dialogue of CIDI, to the programming cycle, and to management of the IACD; and


That, in order to support the intergovernmental meetings, it is necessary to emphasize the coordinating role assigned to CIDI and its Executive Secretariat,

RESOLVES:


1.
To instruct the General Secretariat to take into account, in any restructuring plan, the functions assigned to the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) as the coordinator of the various dependencies of the OAS that have responsibilities for priority areas of the Strategic Plan, as established in Article 22.b of the Statutes of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).


2.
To instruct the Secretary General to present, before September 30, 2001, a plan for organizing General Secretariat support for implementing the Summit mandates in the area of cooperation, for the purpose of rationalizing the use of the human and financial resources of the General Secretariat. THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONSIDERING:

That the Fourth Summit of the Americas was held in Mar del Plata, Argentina, on November 4 and 5, 2005;

That the Heads of State and Government adopted the Declaration of Mar del Plata and the Plan of Action of the Fourth Summit of the Americas, with the commitment to fight poverty, inequality, hunger, and social exclusion in order to raise standards of living and to strengthen democratic governance in the Americas;

That the Heads of State and Government assigned the right to work, as articulated in human rights instruments, a central place on the hemispheric agenda, recognizing the essential role of the creation of decent work in achieving these objectives;

That the Summits of the Americas process and the initiatives and mandates adopted at the First Summit of the Americas (Miami, 1994), the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development (Santa Cruz de la Sierra, 1996), the Second Summit of the Americas (Santiago, 1998), the Third Summit of the Americas (Quebec City, 2001), and the Special Summit of the Americas (Monterrey, 2004) have established political, economic, and social priorities for the Hemisphere that determine the inter-American agenda;

That the Organization of American States (OAS) is the foremost political forum for dialogue and cooperation among the countries of the Hemisphere, and that the Heads of State and Government recognized its central role in the implementation and follow-up of the Summit mandates;

That, in Mar del Plata, the Heads of State and Government instructed the General Secretariat to continue to act as technical secretariat to the Summits process and to provide support to the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), ministerial meetings, and specialized conferences, to coordinate the participation of civil society, and to ensure the dissemination of information on the commitments made as part of the Summits process; and

That the Heads of State and Government instructed the member institutions of the Joint Summit Working Group, under the coordination of the OAS, to support the follow-up and implementation of the Summits of the Americas and to assist in the preparations for future Summits; and

RECALLING that at Summits of the Americas, the Heads of State and Government recognized the important role played by the OAS in the implementation of decisions of the Summits of the Americas and as technical secretariat of the Summits process;

RECOGNIZING the work of the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), comprising the Organization of American States (OAS), the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC), the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), the World Bank, the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA), the Central American Bank for Economic Integration (CABEI), the Andean Development Corporation (CAF), the Caribbean Development Bank (CDB), the International Organization for Migration (IOM), the International Labor Organization (ILO), and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP);
RECOGNIZING ALSO the increased emphasis placed by the Heads of State and Government on the importance of coordinated, timely, and effective follow-up of the Summits of the Americas mandates;

TAKING NOTE that the Summits Secretariat, in response to the mandates to serve as the institutional memory of the Summits of the Americas Process, has presented and distributed the publication “Volume V of the Official Documents from the Summits of The Americas Process: From Mar del Plata (2005) to Port of Spain (2009)” as well as the document “From Mar del Plata to Port of Spain: A Report on the Summit of the Americas Process between the Fourth and Fifth Summits” (GRIC/O.1/doc.3/10);
RECALLING that at the CISC meeting of January 22, 2010, the Secretary General of the OAS launched the Summits of the Americas Follow-Up System (SISCA) and encouraged member states to make use of it in their implementation programs; and

RECALLING ALSO that the Government of the Republic of Colombia has agreed to host the Sixth Summit of the Americas in the city of Cartagena in 2012,
RESOLVES:
46. To urge member states to continue to implement the commitments of the Summits of the Americas and to promote and disseminate them within their respective national administrations.

To request the General Secretariat to submit to the Permanent Council, through the Summits Secretariat, systematic and detailed information on the budgetary and financial management of said Specific Fund.

To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the Summits Secretariat by providing it with the human and financial resources it needs to fulfill its function as technical secretariat of the Summits of the Americas Process efficiently and effectively.

That the Statement by the Chairman of the Fifth Summit of the Americas, the Honorable Patrick Manning, Prime Minister of the Republic of Trinidad and Tobago, which was issued on April 19, 2009, informs of the discussions of the Heads of State and Government at the Leaders’ Retreat, held on April 19, 2009;1/
That the Heads of State and Government recognized that the issues of human prosperity, energy security, and environmental sustainability are closely intertwined and that an integrated, coherent policy framework is essential to the achievement of the commitments made to the people of the Hemisphere in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain;1/

To request the CISC to present, within 60 days after the end of the Summit of the Americas, a report on the activities assigned by the Summit to the OAS during a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), so that both bodies can take steps to ensure their inclusion, as a matter of priority, in programs to organize and formalize that mandate.

4. To instruct the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to give the highest priority to carrying out the initiatives assigned to them by the General Assembly, in accordance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas, and to report regularly on these activities, as appropriate, to the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), and the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC).

5. To request that the General Secretariat, through the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS), continue to serve as the institutional memory and secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process, advising the host country of the Summit and member states, as requested, in general on all aspects related to the Summits process, supporting follow-up and dissemination of Summit mandates, offering support to member states in implementing existing mandates and those of future Summits, and supporting preparatory activities and technical coordination for the next Summit of the Americas, to be held on April 14 and 15, 2012.

6. To instruct the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate the participation of social actors, including civil society, labor organizations, indigenous groups, the private sector, and youth, in the Summits of the Americas process and in activities related to topics assigned to the OAS by that process, as well as the efforts of member states to foster such participation.

7. To urge member states, through the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), to report on the implementation and follow-up of the commitments established in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain, as well as the commitments of prior Summits, the implementation of which are still ongoing.

8. To request the SAS to continue to report to the CISC and to the SIRG on the activities and programs being carried out in support of member states’ efforts to implement Summit mandates, and to report to the CISC on the technical input prepared by the General Secretariat of the OAS on the Summits process, including reports on inter-American ministerial meetings linked to the Summits process.

9. To instruct the General Secretariat to continue, through the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), chaired by the SAS, to coordinate and promote the implementation and follow-up in JSWG institutions of the mandates of the Summits of the Americas; to hold at least one meeting of agency heads each year to review progress made and plan joint activities, as a complement to the regular interagency meetings; and to provide assistance in the preparatory activities for the next Summit of the Americas, scheduled to be held in 2012.

c. To urge countries hosting inter-American ministerial meetings to work with the SAS to ensure follow-up on relevant mandates from the Summits of the Americas and, as appropriate, to prepare for future Summits.

11. To request the General Secretariat through the SAS to provide full support to the Government of Colombia in the preparation for the Sixth Summit of the Americas scheduled to be held in the city of Cartagena de Indias, Colombia, on April 14 and 15, 2012.

12. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS and the member states, to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits of the Americas process the mandates, commitments, and results emanating from the Summits of the Americas, so that they may contribute to their implementation.

13. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS, to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) and other information and communication technologies.

14. To request the SAS to continue working with member states on the implementation and follow-up of Summit mandates, including promotion and training on the use of the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA).

15. To urge member states to continue contributing to the Specific Fund for the Summit Implementation Review Group in order to provide financial support for the Group’s activities.

16. To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the SAS by providing it with the human and financial resources to fulfill its function as technical secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process efficiently and effectively.

17. That execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources; and to instruct the Secretary General to seek additional voluntary funds to carry out the activities mentioned in this resolution

18. To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

To instruct the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS) to use and promote, through training for member states, where needed, the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA) to facilitate reporting by member states and partner institutions of the JSWG on actions taken and progress made with implementation of Summit mandates, and to provide updates to the CISC and the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG) on the implementation and follow-up of the commitments adopted in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain.
14. To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.

SUPPORT FOR AND FOLLOW-UP TO THE SUMMITS OF THE AMERICAS PROCESS

(Adopted at the second plenary session, held on June 4, 2012)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the initiatives emanating from the First Summit of the Americas (Miami, 1994), the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development (Santa Cruz de la Sierra, 1996), the Second Summit of the Americas (Santiago, 1998), the Third Summit of the Americas (Quebec City, 2001), the Special Summit of the Americas (Monterrey, 2004), the Fourth Summit of the Americas (Mar del Plata, 2005), the Fifth Summit of the Americas (Port of Spain, 2009), and the Sixth Summit of the Americas (Cartagena de Indias, 2012);

RECALLING that, through resolution AG/RES. 1349 (XXV-O/95), the General Assembly established a special committee of the Permanent Council on inter-American summits management, and that, at its meeting of July 31, 2002, the Permanent Council decided to merge it with the Committee on Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities, thereby creating the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC), in order to ensure effective, timely, and appropriate follow-up of the activities assigned to the Organization of American States (OAS) by the Summits of the Americas and to coordinate the Organization’s preparation, participation, and follow-up with regard to future Summits;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the acknowledgment by the Third Summit of the function that the CISC fulfills in coordinating the efforts of the OAS in support of the Summits of the Americas process and in serving as a forum for civil society to contribute to that process, as well as the establishment of the Summits of the Americas Secretariat;

RECALLING that at Summits of the Americas, the heads of state and government have recognized the important role played by the OAS in the implementation of decisions of the Summits of the Americas and as technical secretariat of the Summits process;

RECOGNIZING the work of the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), which comprises the Organization of American States (OAS), the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC), the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), the World Bank, the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA), the Central American Bank for Economic Integration (CABEI), the Andean Development Corporation (CAF), the Caribbean Development Bank (CDB), the International Organization for Migration (IOM), the International Labour Organization (ILO), and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP);

RECOGNIZING ALSO the increasing emphasis placed by the heads of state and government on the importance of coordinated, timely, and effective follow-up of the Summits of the Americas mandates; and

RECALLING that at the ministerial meeting of the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG) held in the framework of the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly at Lima, Peru, in June 2010, the Secretary General of the OAS launched the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) as a tool for modernizing the mechanisms for dialogue among all the actors involved in the Summits process,

RESOLVES:

1. To urge member states to continue to implement the commitments of the Summits of the Americas and to promote and disseminate them within their respective national administrations.

2. To renew the mandate to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) to coordinate the activities assigned to the Organization of American States (OAS) by the Summits of the Americas.

3. To request the CISC to present, during the third quarter of 2012 at a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), a report on the activities assigned by the Summit to the OAS, so that both bodies can take steps to ensure their inclusion, as a matter of priority, in programs to organize and formalize that mandate.

4. To instruct the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to give the highest priority to carrying out the initiatives assigned to them by the General Assembly, in accordance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas, and to report regularly on these activities, as appropriate, to the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), and the CISC.

5. To request that the General Secretariat, through the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS), continue to serve as the institutional memory and secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process, advising the host country of the Summit and member states, as requested, in general on all aspects related to the Summits process, supporting follow-up and dissemination of Summit mandates, offering support to member states in implementing existing mandates and those of future Summits, and supporting preparatory activities and technical coordination for the next Summit of the Americas.

6. To instruct the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate the participation of social actors, including civil society, labor organizations, indigenous groups, the private sector, and youth, in the Summits of the Americas process and in activities related to topics assigned to the OAS by that process, as well as the efforts of member states to foster such participation.

7. To urge member states, through the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), to report annually on the implementation and follow-up of the mandates established in the Summits of the Americas process.

8. To request the SAS to continue to report to the CISC and to the SIRG on the activities and programs being carried out in support of member states’ efforts to implement Summit mandates, and to report to the CISC on the technical input prepared by the General Secretariat of the OAS on the Summits process, including reports on inter-American ministerial meetings linked to the Summits process.

9. To instruct the General Secretariat to continue, through the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), chaired by the SAS, to coordinate and promote the implementation and follow-up in JSWG institutions of the mandates of the Summits of the Americas; to hold at least one meeting of agency heads each year to review progress made and plan joint activities, as a complement to the regular interagency meetings; and to provide assistance in the preparatory activities for the next Summit of the Americas.

10. In order to strengthen the Summits of the Americas process and its link to the inter-American ministerial meetings:

a. To urge member states to improve intersectoral coordination among ministers and authorities;

b. To instruct the SAS to keep track of ministerial meetings and provide technical guidance for member states, as requested, on ways to strengthen internal coordination on the implementation of Summit mandates; and

c. To urge countries hosting inter-American ministerial meetings to work with the SAS to ensure follow-up on relevant mandates from the Summits of the Americas and, as appropriate, to prepare for future Summits.

11. To request the General Secretariat through the SAS to provide full support to the states in following up on Summit mandates and in preparing for the next Summit of the Americas.

12. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS and the member states, to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits of the Americas process the mandates emanating from the Summits of the Americas, so that they may contribute to their implementation.

13. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS, to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) and other information and communication technologies.

14. To request the SAS to continue working with member states on the implementation and follow-up of Summit mandates, including promotion and training on the use of the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA).

15. To urge member states to continue contributing to the Specific Fund for the Summit Implementation Review Group in order to provide financial support for the Group’s activities.

16. To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the SAS by providing it with the human and financial resources to fulfill its function as technical secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process efficiently and effectively.

17. That execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources; and to instruct the Secretary General to seek additional voluntary funds to carry out the activities mentioned in this resolution.

18. To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution.
