Resolutions AG/RES. 2309 (XXXVII-O/07) and CIDI/RES. 197 (XII-O/07), “Report of the Third Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities in the Framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI)”; and
