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This analysis, prepared by the Department of International Affairs of the Organization of American States (OAS), based on official data from the Department of Budgetary and Financial Services corroborated by the OAS technical areas and the Permanent Observer Missions, seeks to inform the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP) on the support of Permanent Observers to the OAS during 2008. The conclusions of the analysis are set out below and are reflected in the attached tables. 
BACKGROUND

The status of Permanent Observer to the OAS has its origin in the efforts of the Secretary General that, since 1962, have come to promote the participation of the non-Member States in activities related with development cooperation. Similarly, resolution CP/RES. 407 (573/84) indicates that the Permanent Council, in examining the application of a non-Member State to enter as a Permanent Observer, will consider, as well as the points of view of the Member States, “the contributions that the petitioning State could offer to the programs of the Organization.” 

To date, Permanent Observer status has been granted to 62 states and the European Union. Of this number, 26 countries have provided financial contributions to the Organization, approximately 17 countries contribute regularly to OAS programs and an additional nine contribute less regularly. 


The Permanent Observers provide assistance and cooperation for various OAS programs in the form of cash contributions, training courses, experts, specialized services, and the donation of equipment. In addition to this collaboration, some countries, in particular Spain and France that have Ambassadors accredited exclusively to the OAS, maintain a permanent dialogue with the General Secretariat regarding themes of common interest. 


The Department of International Affairs (DIA) is responsible for coordinating the relations with the Permanent Observers with the goal of providing information regarding the mission of the Organization and the priorities of the hemispheric agenda, as well as obtain substantive support and financing for OAS activities. With this purpose, DIA works closely with the specialized unites of the Organization to identify opportunities for support to the programs of the Secretary General, as well as to negotiate agreements for cooperation.
ORIGIN OF FUNDS 
Since 1999, cash contributions of the Permanent Observers to the activities and programs of the Organization reached approximately US$132.7 million, with Sweden as the primary contributor over these last nine years. Of the total contributions received, 30.4% were donated by the governments of Sweden (US$40.7 million), Spain (US$34.5 million) and Norway (US$16 million). The Netherlands (US$9.5 million), the European Union (US$7 million), the United Kingdom (US$3.6 million), Denmark (US$3.1 million), Japan (US$2.19 million), Italy (US$3.7 million), France (US$2 million), Finland (US$1.5 million) and Ireland (US$1 million) contributed another 24.9% of the donations. These 12 Permanent Observers have provided 93% of the total amount of contributions made to the Organization. 
Similarly, in the same period, the Organization has received in-kind contributions from Israel, Korea and Germany, primarily in training scholarships and in the form of equipment, experts, computers and vehicles. 
The primary activities that these countries support are: strengthening of democratic institutions, electoral observation missions, promotion of human rights, the rights of indigenous peoples, demining, conflict resolution, the fight against narcotics, freedom of expression, gender equality and sustainable development and the environment, among others.
2008 CONTRIBUTIONS 

Cash Contributions
In 2008, Permanent Observer cooperation grew by 21.4% when compared to 2007. During this period, the Organization received cash contributions amounting to a total of US$25,825,002 from the following Permanent Observer countries: Austria, China, Denmark, the European Union, France, Germany, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Korea, Luxembourg, Norway, the Netherlands, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, and the United Kingdom (Appendix VI).
Of the contributions received in 2008, 46.3% came from Spain, 17.6% from Sweden, 9.6% from Germany, 6.3% from the European Union, and 5.1% from the Netherlands. Italy, Norway, the United Kingdom, Denmark, France, Ireland, China, and Austria contributed together 14.1% of the total. Contributions were also received from Japan, Korea, Luxembourg, Switzerland, the Holy See and Turkey. 

Furthermore, support to the Spanish Fund, created in 2006, reached US$11,958,583.07 in 2008. This is the third year in a row Spain is the primary Permanent Observer donor to the Organization, making contributions in each of the four technical areas of the General Secretariat: human rights and access to justice, promotion of democracy, integral development and multidimensional security.
The General Secretariat also signed agreements in 2008 with Ireland, Switzerland and Germany relating to the financing of OAS-programmed initiatives in the Americas. Through an official agreement between the OAS General Secretariat and Irish Aid of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the government of Ireland agreed to support a component of the Misión de Apoyo del Proceso de Paz (MAPP) in Colombia called “Promoting Human Rights in Colombia.” Under the agreement, Ireland is providing €130,000 (approximately US$175,215) to this program. Switzerland likewise signed a three-year financing agreement for the same MAPP program in Colombia, providing in total CHF100,000 (approximately US$85,646), divided in three installments of CHF40,000, CHF40,000 and CHF20,000 between 2008, 2009, and 2010, respectively. These funds will begin crediting in FY2009. Finally, Germany signed an agreement with the OAS-GS for the program “Support to OAS Activities to Promote the Rights of Indigenous Peoples in the Americas” through the Secretariat for Juridical Affairs. The funds contributed by Germany in 2008 to this project, amounting to a total of US$126,725, support the efforts of the General Secretariat in drafting the OAS Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
As a result, Germany raised its cooperation by 163% in comparison to the previous year with significant contributions to the Secretariat for Integral Development’s Department of Sustainable Development, as well as remarkable increases in contributions to the Secretariat for Political Affairs’ Department of Electoral Cooperation and Observation.  Cooperation with Germany has increased substantially in the past year, and their historic contributions underscore the country’s long-standing commitment to being an important partner of the OAS. In addition, Italy increased their contributions by 65% from 2007. The country’s continued support for the AICMA demining program through the Department of Public Security has undoubtedly contributed to the program’s success in the past few years. Contributions from Austria, Greece, Denmark, the European Union, Sweden, and France have all also registered increases from the previous year. Also, Luxembourg, has also returned as a donor to programs of the OAS.
In all cases, the success of this renewed commitment with the Organization is due in large part to the efforts of the Department of International Affairs in successfully implementing outreach efforts to Permanent Observer countries, both in Washington, D.C., as well as in respective capital cities, in order to identify potential opportunities for support. 
Contributions in Kind
Contributions in kind were marked by Israel as the principal donor, supporting the execution of multiple “Business Lab” training courses through the Young Americas Business Trust. The in-kind contribution valued at US$1,044,000, serviced in installments of US$348,000 over three years (2008, 2009, 2010), will serve to provide young entrepreneurs with the necessary skills and tools such as training, contacts to start businesses, access to markets and business opportunities, among others. China also hosted two OAS specialists in a seminar for Young Diplomats in May 2008. Similarly, Germany for the second time, invited an OAS representative to participation in a diplomatic training session valued at US$6,732. 
Programs Receiving Donations

The areas that most benefited from 2008 cash contributions were: the Secretariat for Political Affairs (33.96%), the Secretariat for Integral Development (14.20%), and the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (13.79%). The Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and other specialized agencies of the General Secretariat also received donations, but in lesser quantity. It should be pointed out that the bulk of the contributions received in the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security were earmarked for demining activities in the region, and those for the Secretariat for Political Affairs were directed generally to supporting the Misión de Apoyo del Proceso de Paz (MAPP) program in Colombia or the Peace Fund.
Other Activities aimed at strengthening cooperation with Permanent Observers during 2008
Standing out in 2008, the OAS welcomed three additional Permanent Observer countries by Permanent Council resolution. On May 9, the Permanent Council approved via Resolution 936 (1650/08) the granting of the status of Permanent Observer to Iceland. Then, on October 14, the OAS General Secretariat granted its 62nd and 63rd Permanent Observer countries in Vanuatu and Benin through Permanent Council resolutions Resolution 944 (1666/08) and Resolution 945 (1666/08), respectively.

The Department of International Affairs continued strengthening its dialogue with the highest level of government of the Permanent Observer countries. To this end, DIA coordinated a couple visits of the Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General to multiple European Permanent Observer countries. In February, the Secretary General met, in Paris, with the Minister of Foreign Affairs of France, Bernard Kouchner. Later in 2008, the Assistant Secretary General and Director of the Department of International Affairs travelled to the United Kingdom and the Netherlands to work on fortifying cooperation with these two countries. Here, the two met with Undersecretary of State of the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, Gillian Merron; Colombian Ambassador to the United Kingdom, Noemi Sanín; and, in the Netherlands, Ambassador Ramdin and Dr. Klinger met with Ambassador Joke Brandt, Deputy Director of International Cooperation for the Ministry of Development Cooperation. The OAS officials also participated in a conference at the Chatham House in London, as well as a three-day “Global Forum on Leadership for Shared Societies” conference hosted by the Club de Madrid in Rotterdam, Netherlands. 
During the period covered by this report, high-level government authorities of the Permanent Observer countries also took the opportunity to visit the Secretary General at OAS Headquarters, including the Ambassador of Hungary, Ferenc Somogyi in January; a meeting between the Assistant Secretary General and the Permanent Observer representative of Iceland to the OAS, Olafur Sigurdsson; a visit by the Permanent Observer of Norway, Ambassador Wegger Chr. Strommen in March; in April, a visit by the Permanent Observer of the United Kingdom, Dominic Chilcott, and the Ambassador of Denmark, Friis Arne Peterson, as well as a visit to the Assistant Secretary General by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Slovenia, Dimitrij Rupel; Prime Minister Nelson Oduber of Aruba, a territory of the Kingdom of the Netherlands, visited in May; Russian Ambassador to the OAS, Yuri Ushakov on May 13; in June, Ambassador Giovanni Castellaneta visited the Secretary General and again in July. In the second half of the year, the Secretary General received the new Permanent Observer of Nigeria to the OAS, Ambassador Babagana Wakil in July, as well as the new Permanent Observer of Spain, Ambassador Javier Sancho in August. Also in August, the Secretary General spent some time with the Adviser on Foreign Policy for the President of the Republic of Serbia, Jovan Ratkovic; in October, there were meetings with the new Permanent Observer of Russia to the OAS, Ambassador Sergey Kislyak, as well as with the Permanent Observer of the Netherlands, Ambassador Regina Veronica Maria Jones-Bos, a courtesy visit with the Assistant Secretary General by the Permanent Observer of the United Kingdom, Dominic Chilcott, and an additional visit by the Bulgarian Permanent Observer, Ambassador Elena Borislavova Poptodorova. Finally, in November, the Secretary General met with Ambassador Alexandros Mallias, Permanent Observer of Greece to the OAS at Headquarters in Washington, D.C as well as the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Spain, Miguel Angel Moratinos.
Equally, the Department arranged several visits to agencies of cooperation and the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of the Netherlands, France, Switzerland and the United Kingdom where representatives of the Department met with the Directors and officials in charge of the Americas to discuss the continuation and advancement of cooperation, identify common priorities and establish a more direct line of communication to permit a fluid, more rapid exchange of information. 

The General Secretariat has also expanded the networking opportunities with Permanent Observer agencies and chancelleries by welcoming officials from these entities to OAS headquarters as well as exchanging best practices and expertise. For example, as mentioned earlier, the Assistant Secretary General participated in seminars both in the United Kingdom and the Netherlands. The Assistant Secretary General also met with the Director for Latin America and the Caribbean, Gerhard Enver Schrombgens, of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Germany. Also, a new technical operation agreement was signed between the General Secretariat and the Embassy of Sweden in Honduras in January 2008; the cooperation agreement between the Government of Spain and the General Secretariat was reaffirmed for another year in November; and, the OAS even extended a technical electoral mission to observe legislative voting in the Permanent Observer country of Angola in September 2008. 
Similarly, the Department of International Affairs promoted the active collaboration and participation of the 63 Permanent Observers in the life of the Organization through the exchange of information, special events and working meetings, such as the two successful dialogues during the General Assembly between the representatives of the Permanent Observer countries and the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Member States where the donor countries announced their financial contributions to the programs of the Organization, amounting to a total of US$25,825,002 for 2008. In addition to the dialogue between representatives of the Permanent Observer countries and the Ministers of Foreign Affairs at the OAS General Assembly in Medellín, Colombia, the Department of International Affairs and the General Secretariat sponsored events tailored to bring the Permanent Observer representatives more information on the work of the Organization. On February 4, the OAS reached out to Permanent Observers in a breakfast meeting featuring both the Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General, as well as representatives from some 36 Observer countries. In May, the Department of International Affairs assembled representatives from the Permanent Observer countries for a working meeting on the upcoming General Assembly. Finally, the OAS called on Permanent Observer donors to the OAS humanitarian demining program for a visit by the Prince of Jordan, Mired bin Raad bin Zeid Al-Hussein, who was at OAS Headquarters in his capacity as President of Eighth Meeting of the States Parties to the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on Their Destruction. 
Future Priority Areas of Activity
In 2008, the Secretary General expanded resource mobilization policies, and adopted measures aimed at strengthening as well as increasing the donor base. To date, the results of these efforts have been positive. The ongoing expansion of current policies requires attention to indentifying new sources and stimulating a more modern strategy for resource mobilization that includes, in addition to traditional methodology, creative and innovative techniques. Accordingly, the Secretary General adopted a more centralized approach to donors, including strengthened coordination between the technical areas and the Department of International Affairs, the department charged by OAS Executive Order No. 08-01 Rev. 1 to serve “as the focal point of the General Secretariat with regard to fundraising efforts.” 
The Organization is investing its efforts in bringing together the Permanent Observer countries through the promotion of a periodic dialogue between their representatives and the OAS. Advancing communication efforts will enhance the discussion on donor and institutional priorities. These efforts are resulting in demonstrated interest by the Permanent Observers in priority themes and topics of the Inter-American agenda, such as activities and programs brought forward by the Organization to complete the mandates of its political bodies. Advancing the relationship with our organizational partners is elevating the image of the Organization in the international community, and is also serving to reinvigorate the interest of these partners in the work of the OAS throughout the hemisphere. 
To this end, DIA will continue working closely with Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General to maintain its leadership in these efforts, and to participate more actively in the duties directed to increasingly engage the Permanent Observers in the life of the Organization.
