CAAP Agreement on the Use of Resources from the Capital Building Fund
(Adopted at the meeting of the Committee on Administrative
and Budgetary Affairs of Wednesday, September 9, 2009)

The following decisions were adopted ad referendum of the regulatory quorum, at the meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of August 20, 2009, on the basis of documents CP/CAAP-3007/09 rev. 1 corr. 1, “Proposal to Undertake Urgent Structural Repairs in the Main Building of the Organization of American States and the General Secretariat Building”; CP/CAAP-3010/09, “Strategy to Enhance Energy Efficiency at OAS Headquarters Buildings”; and CP/CAAP/INF.23 /09, “Summary Proposal to Undertake Urgent Structural Repairs and Install a New Boiler Plant,” and were ratified at the meeting of September 9, 2009:
1.
That, in accordance with operative paragraph 1.b of resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02), “Use of Excess Resources of the Reserve Subfund for Capital Investments and to Meet OAS Mandates,” dated November 6, 2002, the use of $1,209,000 from the Capital Building Fund be authorized, as follows: 
a. $1,034,000 for structural repairs to the buildings, as set out below:

	MNB service driveway repairs

	GSB garage repairs
	$420,000

	MNB C Street parking lot repairs
	$100,000

b. $175,000 (constituting 50% of the estimated total) as partial payment for the design, acquisition, and installment of boilers to heat the Main Building, the Museum, and the Administrative Building of the General Secretariat.  The remaining 50% ($175,000) will be financed by the Regular Fund.
In other words, the Capital Building Fund resources would be used as follows: 

	Structural repairs
	$1,034,000

	Payment of 50% of the boiler costs
	$175,000

c. In addition, the General Secretariat, within the sphere of its competence, will provide $100,000 from the Parking Fund to finance the MNB C Street parking lot repairs.
2.
That the Secretariat for Administration and Finance submit reports for the CAAP’s information on the choice of each of the companies awarded contracts for these works.  The respective budgets for each of the works are to be provided along with the reports.
3.
That unused resources from the Capital Building Fund be returned to said fund.

4.
That the Chair of the CAAP inform the Permanent Council of the decisions adopted on authorization of the use of $1,209,000 from the Capital Building Fund.
5.
That, as regards funding of the other structural works and of energy savings, the Chair continue to hold consultations with the delegations in order to arrive at a consensus-based decision.
6.
To instruct the Secretariat of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP) to record and classify this document as the “CAAP Agreement on the Use of Resources from the Capital Building Fund.”
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�.	Under Article 17 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council the approval of two thirds of the member states is required for budgetary matters.  Twenty-seven delegations were present at the September 9 meeting: Argentina, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, the Dominican Republic, Grenada, Guatemala, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, and Venezuela.
