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HUMAN RIGHTS, SEXUAL ORIENTATION, AND GENDER IDENTITY

(Presented by the delegation of Brazil)
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
REAFFIRMING:
That the Universal Declaration of Human Rights affirms that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights and that everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms set forth in that Declaration, without distinction of any kind; and
That the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man establishes that every human being has the right to life, liberty, and the security of the person;

CONSIDERING that the OAS Charter proclaims that that the historic mission of America is to offer to man a land of liberty and a favorable environment for the development of his personality and the realization of his just aspirations;

REAFFIRMING the principles of universality and nondiscrimination in human rights;
TAKING NOTE:

Of the reports presented in the United Nations Human Rights Council of cases in which persons have been deprived of the right to life or subjected to torture or other forms of violence because of their sexual orientation or their gender identity;

Of the creation of the Working Subgroup on Sexual Diversity and Gender Identity, in the framework of the MERCOSUR Meeting of High Authorities on Human Rights; and
Of the issuance of the Yogyakarta Principles on the Application of International Human Rights Law in Relation to Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity, developed by an international panel of experts on human rights;
EXPRESSING CONCERN over human rights violations based on sexual orientation and gender identity, which have been recognized by the Special Procedures of the United Nations Human Rights Council; and
RECOGNIZING the pertinence and necessity of discussing the application of the principles and norms of the inter-American human rights system to combat human rights violations based on sexual orientation and gender identity,
RESOLVES:

1.
To condemn human rights violations based on sexual orientation and gender identity, since those violations are not compatible with the principles of universality and nondiscrimination in human rights.

2.
To request the Permanent Council to convene, through its Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP), a special meeting, before the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly, to discuss the application of the principles and norms of the inter-American human rights system to combat human rights violations based on sexual orientation and gender identity, as well as actions and programs on this matter developed at the regional, subregional, and national levels, with the participation of governmental experts, of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, of other pertinent organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system, of other international organizations, and of civil society, taking into account, among other things, the international human rights instruments in force and the Yogyakarta Principles on the Application of International Human Rights Law in Relation to Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity.
3.
To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to prepare, for the aforementioned special meeting, a study on the principles and norms of the inter-American human rights system that can be applied in combating human rights violations based on sexual orientation and gender identity.
4.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its thirty-ninth regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other reso urces.
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
