WORKING MEETING ON THE INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL COURT

Through resolution “Promotion of the International Criminal Court” [AG/RES. 2364 (XXXVII-O/07)], the General Assembly issued a mandate to hold a working meeting “on appropriate measures that states should take to cooperate with the International Criminal Court.”  The tenth operative paragraph reads: 

“10.
To request the Permanent Council to hold a working meeting, with support from the Department of International Law, on appropriate measures that states should take to cooperate with the International Criminal Court, which should include a high-level dialogue among member states.  The International Criminal Court, international organizations, and nongovernmental organizations will be invited to cooperate and participate in this working meeting.”

Operative paragraph 12 of the aforementioned resolution also calls for activities to commemorate the 10th anniversary of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court. It reads: 

“12.
To request the Secretary General, to promote, at the headquarters of the Organization of American States and with the sponsorship of interested member states and other interested entities or organizations, activities to commemorative the 10th anniversary of the adoption of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court.”
