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I. officers
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) was installed for the current period by the Permanent Council on July 15, 2009.  In accordance with the provisions of Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, on that occasion the Council elected Ambassador Jorge Skinner-Klée, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as Chair of the CAJP. 


At its first meeting, on September 3, 2009, Counselor Alonso Martínez, Alternate Representative of Mexico, was elected First Vice Chair, and Luis Petit-Laurent, Alternate Representative of Chile, was elected Second Vice Chair, both by acclamation.

II. MANDATES
