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I.  OFFICERS

The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) was installed for the current period by the Permanent Council on July 13, 2011.  In accordance with the provisions of Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, on that occasion the Council elected Ambassador María Isabel Salvador, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as Chair of the CAJP.

At its first regular meeting for the 2011-2012 period, held on August 11, 2011, Minister Counselor Maverlyn Cordero, Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic to the OAS, was elected First Vice Chair of the Committee and Minster Javier Prado, Alternate Representative of Peru to the OAS, was elected Second Vice Chair, both by acclamation.

II.  MANDATES

According to Articles 17 and 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CAJP has the following functions:
1. Study topics of this nature entrusted to it by the Permanent Council; and

2. Consider the reports of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, and the Inter-American Court of Human Rights referred to in Article 91.f of the Charter.  It shall also submit their reports, with observations, recommendations, and accompanying draft resolutions, to the Permanent Council.

To renew the mandates to the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) and the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), as set forth in paragraphs 5, 7, and 8 of resolution AG/RES. 2168 (XXXVI-O/06).

To request the General Secretariat to continue to provide support to the Working Group’s activities, through the Executive Secretariat of the IACHR and the Department of International Law of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs.

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the implementation of which shall be subject to the financial resources available in the Program-Budget of the Organization and other resources.
