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I. OFFICERS

In accordance with the provisions of Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, at its regular meeting on September 6, 2012, the Permanent Council elected Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as Chair of the CAJP.
II. MANDATES
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) for the period under review was installed by the Permanent Council on August 1, 2012.

Pursuant to Articles 17 and 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CAJP has the following functions: 

1. To study topics of this nature entrusted to it by the Permanent Council. 

2. To consider the reports of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, and the Inter-American Court of Human Rights referred to in Article 91.f of the Charter.   It shall also submit their reports, with observations, recommendations, and accompanying draft resolutions, to the Permanent Council.

Furthermore, pursuant to Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, at its regular meeting of August 22, 2012, the Permanent Council decided that, in the framework of the functions established in Articles 21 and 22 of its Rules of Procedure, the CAJP would have responsibility for the following mandates, assigned in the document “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at its Forty-second Regular Session” (CP/doc.4793/12 rev. 1):

III.

In order to make it easier for the Committee to address the topics entailed by its work in the present period, the Chair proposes that the mandates assigned be grouped by thematic areas and in order of priority, as shown in Appendix I. Following that order, Appendix II offers a detailed description of the activities under each General Assembly resolution and Appendix III contains a schedule for carrying them out.


Consequently, we are pleased to attach this proposed Work Plan and will be grateful to the member states for any suggestions regarding this proposal. We thank them in advance for their support in accomplishing the tasks assigned to the CAJP by the Permanent Council and the General Assembly.


This Work Plan will serve as a general outline for the work of the Committee during the 2012-2013 period. This is a flexible plan, which will be amended to include any changes that the CAJP itself deems advisable and approves, or as necessary, in accordance with progress made with the tasks assigned, so as to ensure the best results. Also to be scheduled are any activities required by other General Assembly mandates in effect.
