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I. OFFICERS

At its regular meeting on August 7, 2013, the Permanent Council elected Ambassador Arturo Vallarino, Permanent Representative of Panama to the Organization of American States (OAS), and Ambassador Diego Pary, Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the OAS, to serve as Chair and Vice Chair of the CAJP, respectively, until December 2013. For the semester from January to June 2014, Ambassador Diego Pary was elected to serve as Chair of the CAJP, with Ambassador Arturo Vallarino as Vice Chair.
II. MANDATES
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) for the period under review was installed by the Permanent Council on Wednesday, June 26, 2013.

Pursuant to Articles 17 and 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CAJP has the following functions:
