This document includes a summary and list of documentation presented by Fundación Federalista of the Dominican Republic in fulfillment of the provisions of said Guidelines.

Background

Fundación Federalista is a civil society organization founded on July 20, 1990, in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.  Its primary objective is to promote the fight against corruption, as well as hemispheric security, with the aim of creating urban and rural societal organizations through educational and cultural mechanisms.
In pursuance of said objectives, the Fundación Federalista carries out a series of activities targeted at the community, such as financing studies, research, and projects focused on promoting federalism and fighting corruption; organizing talks, meetings, and conferences; and conducting workshops, courses, seminars, and conferences to disseminate information on the International Criminal Court. The Fundación establishes and maintains centers for societal, educational, and cultural promotion with a view to achieving through them the civic education of the citizenry in developing a society with access to a more efficient system of government, with transparency and accountability.
Fundación Federalista is financed from member contributions and Dominican governmental subsidies.  It submitted its application for registration in the OAS on March 5, 2008.

Primary areas of activity and their relationship to OAS activities
