Background

Corporación por los Derechos Civiles is a nonprofit organization established on January 17, 2006, in Santiago, Chile, for the purpose of promoting civil rights in Latin America.

Its main objectives focus on efforts to develop social harmony based on a recognition of the civil rights of persons subject to exclusion and discrimination, irrespective of their origin, gender, age, or social status.

Corporación por los Derechos Civiles carries out programs aimed in particular at promoting human rights, combating discrimination, and fostering social development, as well as promoting mechanisms for greater social integration and an enhanced quality of life.  

It finances its activities through international cooperation projects executed with support from NOVIB Holland, the European Union, and the Inter-American Development Bank. It also receives funds from the Government of Chile, both from the Council for Culture and the Arts and from the Division of Social Organizations of the General Secretariat of Government and from the World Council of Churches.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

Corporación por los Derechos Civiles is committed to promoting civil rights and implementing projects conducive to human development.  Its activities are related to those of the OAS in the following areas:
· Promoting the human rights of people who are victims of discrimination, especially migrants, by establishing a culture of insertion and social integration that recognizes the diversity of individuals;
· Fostering the design of public policies in Latin America that lead to social integration and an enhanced quality of life;
· In dialogue with the member states, furthering integration and cooperation for the social and cultural development of citizens;
· Consolidating democracy and sustainable development by establishing policies for civil society participation that foster equity and inclusion; and 
· Contributing to the development of social harmony based on a recognition of the civil rights of persons subject to exclusion and discrimination, irrespective of their origin, gender, age, or social status, through integration campaigns.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

Corporación por los Derechos Civiles undertakes to further the fundamental values of the OAS by:
