1. Background

Fundación para la Difusión de la Literatura Latinoamericana (FUNDILA) is a private, nonprofit foundation, established on October 10, 2007, in Venezuela. Its primary objective is to expand Latin American literary thought through its main authors so as to develop new perspectives on social and cultural integration.

FUNDILA helps promote democratic principles through group and individual training, promoting transparency in public institutions, with an emphasis on youth.

FUNDILA receives funding for its projects, forums, and conferences, and for the publication of its documents, through its ties with other nongovernmental organizations and through support from its members and from the Asesoramiento Empresarial en Comunicación Corporativa “ASEROCAC” company (Corporate Communication Entrepreneurial Advisory Services).

FUNDILA submitted its application to the OAS on May 1, 2008.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

FUNDILA works in Venezuela to foster democracy, democratic values, and the implementation of plans and projects geared toward development. In this regard, it encourages leadership and the development of new means of citizen participation that promote transparent democratic processes. Its activities are related to OAS activities in the following areas: 
· Promotion of national and international courses, workshops, and seminars on democratic culture through political teaching;
· Training of youths in political and legislative affairs with regard to topics related to transparency in government;
· Development of programs to improve national systems for access to information and civil society participation in such areas as management, ethical governance, and leadership;
· Contributions to the development of new perspectives on the social and cultural integration of the South American countries;
· Follow-up on implementation of government citizen participation programs through publications that provide statistics on their impact on both public entities and individuals; and 
· Organization of courses and workshops as a civil society entity, to promote programs on democratic culture and transparency in government.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
FUNDILA carries out projects to help develop tools for the exercise of democracy. Its contributions to the OAS would focus on:
· Furtherance of peace and democratic values through the design of a political curriculum to foster democratic values among all sectors of the population;
· Publication of a political dictionary on electoral systems and processes, transparency in public administration, and public-speaking courses;
· Coordination of procedures to strengthen mechanisms for citizen participation and the political training of youth; and
· Publication of magazines and brochures geared toward strengthening civil society in the areas of good governance and development.

FUNDILA pledges to collaborate with the OAS in:

· Working with the Department of Education and Culture of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) on the promotion of cultural communication workshops for young people in the region.
