The Brazilian Center for International Relations (CEBRI) is a Brazilian think tank headquartered in Rio de Janeiro.  The objectives of CEBRI are to promote and provide, in the international relations field, wide-ranging debates, studies, publications, and to contribute to new public policy making, with qualified and independent information. CEBRI furthers its mission by creating a space for studies to discuss subjects related to international relations and foreign policy.  CEBRI generates studies and disseminates periodic publications and articles on Brazilian foreign policy, organizes lectures, seminars, round tables, task forces and study groups as well as a student forum.
CEBRI funding is derived from contributions and donations from six categories of individual and corporate membership as well as international agreements with national and international organizations and foundations, including: the Inter-American Development Bank (IADB), the Ford Foundation, Konrad-Adenauer Foundation, the International Development Research Center (IDRC), and the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC).
CEBRI submitted its application to the OAS on December 19, 2008.

3. Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

CEBRI concentrates its efforts, as a foreign relations think-tank, on Brazilian foreign policy.  Their areas of activities related to the OAS are:
· Promoting debates and analyzing issues related to South American politics, international trade and security, regional integration, energy cooperation, infrastructure, and governance;
· Assessing bi-national activities for the achievement of greater harmony and cooperation in creating strategic alliances in the region;
· Developing workshops and conferences aimed at promoting the exchange of experiences among South American, U.S., Canadian, and Chinese experts; and

· Disseminating publications on public and foreign policy and organizing task forces on specific themes concerning Brazil’s foreign relations as well as courses for professionals regarding Brazilian foreign policy and other relevant themes, such as international trade negotiations.

4. CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

The work of CEBRI can contribute to OAS work in areas such as the South American politics, through the following activities:

· Compiling and disseminating information about Brazilian foreign policy and advancing knowledge of South American politics;

· Develop studies related to the work of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, Secretariat for Political Affairs, and the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security; and

· Attend OAS-related activities, particularly sending representatives as observers to public meetings of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development and the Permanent Council and its subsidiary bodies open to the participation of civil society, as well as General Assemblies, Ministerial, and Summit-related meetings.
