Background

Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad is an independent and nonprofit network of civil society organizations, founded in Mexico in 2007 to defend and promote human rights and eradicate impunity.
Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad aims to protect political prisoners and to defend and guarantee their rights by conducting workshops and projects and providing advisory services.

Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad conducts investigations, such as its 2007 “Report on the Human Rights Situation in Mexico,” geared to sensitizing Mexican citizens to human rights issues. In addition, it cooperates with other civil society organizations to prepare human rights workshops, such as the First National Encounter of Relatives of Political Prisoners and Human Rights Organizations and the workshop entitled “Inter-American System for the Protection of Human Rights; Tools for the Defense,” both of which were organized in conjunction with the Center for Justice and International Law (CEJIL).
Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad finances its activities through the sale of craftwork and raffles and with support from the Catholic Church of San Pedro Mártir, the Ecclesiastic Observatory, and the Human Rights Program of the Ibero-American University of Mexico City. 
Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad submitted its request for registration with the OAS on February 11, 2009.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad focuses on promoting and protecting human rights and objecting to impunity as a means of protecting victims of human rights violations. The following activities of the organization bear some relation to the work of the OAS: 
· Promoting the protection and exercise of human rights above all of socially vulnerable groups;

· Fostering hemispheric awareness of the importance of respect for human rights and of putting an end to impunity; and

· Investigating cases of human rights violations and providing legal counseling for victims.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad conducts its activities by means of educational programs, reports, and legal advisory services for victims of human rights violations. Contributions already made by the organization and that might be of interest to the OAS include:
· Running educational programs that promote the protection and promotion of human rights;
· Legal support and aid for indigenous groups whose human rights are violated; and

· Preparation and publication of reports on human rights violations.

Identification of the OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to support ongoing activities or to make recommendations on the best way to achieve OAS objectives

Red Solidaria Década contra la Impunidad considers that its activities may be useful for the work performed by the various different agencies and units of the OAS. Thus, it could lend support to their work by:
· Upholding the principles of the Inter-American Democratic Charter; 

· Making recommendations to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) of the Permanent Council regarding the draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples;

· Contributing to the efforts of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) to denounce, monitor, and publicize violations of the human rights of political prisoners; and

· Supporting the work of the Department of International Affairs of the Secretariat for External Relations in promoting civil society participation in OAS activities related to the defense of human rights.
