The information contained in this report is provided pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of data and documentation presented by Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.
1. Background
Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas is a nonprofit organization founded in 1935 to defend liberty and democratic values at the global level.  It supports states in their efforts to strengthen democracy and respect for human rights, especially of the Jewish population.

Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas aims to defend the dignity of Judaism and promote and protect human rights by eradicating all acts of ethnic, religious, and/or social discrimination.  Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas is composed of 140 Jewish professional, educational, religious, cultural, and social and sports organizations of Argentina.  It also has branches in every province of Argentina that has a Jewish community. 

Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas finances its activities through contributions from organizations, donations, and subsidies, member organization membership fees, and other revenue.


Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas submitted its request for registration with the OAS on February 22, 2007.

3. Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities

Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas focuses on defending Judaism from all anti-Semitic acts and all acts based on ethnic, religious, and social/or discrimination by means of programs to:

· Promote the protection of the human rights of the Argentine and Latin American and Caribbean Jewish community;

· Develop educational programs on the protection of human rights, to which end it carries out actions with all branches of government and all sectors of Argentine society; and

· Combat the ongoing threat of terrorist acts against minorities and to promote hemispheric security. 

4. CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

Contributions already made by Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas and that might be of interest to the OAS include:

· Conducting research studies and issuing publications on threats to hemispheric security and liberty;

· Promoting educational programs on the protection of human rights in connection with anti-Semitism and combating anti-Semitism; and

· Designing and implementing training programs for official organizations, nongovernmental organizations, and the community in general, promoting tolerance and a reduction in violence and crime.

5. Identification of the OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to support ongoing activities or to make recommendations on the best way to achieve OAS objectives

Delegación de Asociaciones Israelitas Argentinas undertakes to participate in and support the civil society activities of the OAS and to lend support to the work of the OAS by:

· Contributing to the activities of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) to promote and protect human rights, with emphasis on religious groups;

· Supporting the work of the Department of International Affairs of the Secretariat for External Relations to strengthen citizen participation mechanisms, as well as the work of the Summits of the Americas Secretariat in the Summits of the Americas process;

· Disseminating the work of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) of the OAS Permanent Council to prepare the draft Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance, promoting a reduction in violence and crime;

· Supporting the work of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) in monitoring and analyzing terrorist groups and potentially high-risk activities and/or potentially violent acts identified; and 

· Supporting the work of the Department of Public Security of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, promoting a culture of non-violence.
