Fundación Nueva Generación Argentina is a member of the Latin American and Caribbean Network for Democracy and has participated in various OAS activities, including the Fifth Summit of the Americas in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, and the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly in San Pedro Sula, Honduras. Fundación Nueva Generación Argentina finances its activities through contributions from its founders and a contribution from the National Endowment for Democracy.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities
Fundación Nueva Generación Argentina works to promote democratic principles through academic research. The activities of Fundación Nueva Generación Argentina are related to the work of the OAS in:

· Promoting and disseminating socio-economic studies and producing proposals to promote democratic culture in government institutions in Argentina to help improve the quality of life and well-being for the population; 
· Promoting environmental preservation and the optimum use of natural resources in the region; 

· Establishing partnerships and linkages with international institutions and organizations, civil society organizations, the private sector, and other countries in the social, cultural, economic, political, and educational arenas to foster human development; and 

· Strengthening democratic institutions in the region through the implementation of a strategy to address issues of citizenship, education, and leadership training, rights of minorities and excluded groups, human development, and sustainable economic development.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

· Organization of workshops, seminars, and leadership training programs to promote a democratic culture among young people through dialogue, consensus-building, and deliberative democracy;

· Conducting and disseminating academic and journalism research on political and socio-economic issues for consideration by civil society and government institutions in crafting their policies and programs; 

· Implementation of projects and measures to promote greater public service transparency, strengthening of instruments and monitoring of OAS and UN transparency and anti-corruption conventions; and 

· Collaboration with other public and private institutions in formulating plans for medium- and long-term relating to international trade.

Identification of OAS work areas
Fundación Nueva Generación Argentina is proposing to collaborate with the OAS in the following fields:

· Defending the principles of the Inter-American Democratic Charter;
· Supporting the work of the Secretariat for Political Affairs’ Department of State Modernization and Governance in implementing programs in the area of promotion of transparency, integrity, and access to information; 

· Collaboration with the Department of Human Development, Education and Culture, of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, to improve quality and equitable education through its training and knowledge transfer;
· Working in conjunction with the Department of Social Development and Employment, of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, to develop institutional support strategies to create, promote, and strengthen micro-, small, and medium-sized business in the region;
· Provision of technical support to the Department of Legal Cooperation, of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, by devising research and monitoring commitments made by member states under the Mechanism for Follow-up on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption (MESICIC); and 

· Supporting the work of the Department of International Affairs, of the Secretariat for External Relations (SER), in promoting citizen participation in the OAS and in the Summits of the Americas process.
