This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs, Secretariat for External Relations, to provide member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) with information on the civil society organization Organisation Internationale Dianova (Dianova International Organization).
The information contained in this report is in response to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities.” This document contains a summary and a list of supporting documentation presented by Organisation Internationale Dianova, in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.

Background
Founded in Switzerland on October 25, 1993, Organisation Internationale Dianova is a civil society organization with operational headquarters in Barcelona, Spain.  Its mission is to implement programs geared towards prevention and treatment of drug and alcohol addictions; and promote education and personal and social development, especially for youth.

Organisation Internationale Dianova coordinates activities and facilitates the exchange of experiences among members of its network, which comprises 11 regular members and four affiliates in 12 countries in Europe and the Americas, including Canada, Chile, Nicaragua, United States, and Uruguay. Its programs focus on: rehabilitation and therapy for people with drug addiction problems; drug prevention in primary and secondary schools; and other training programs to develop self-esteem, self-awareness, and conflict management among youth.


Organisation Internationale Dianova finances its activities through contributions from members of the Dianova Network, income from services it provides, and government grants.

It submitted its application to be registered with the OAS on November 16, 2009.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities
The activities of Organisation Internationale Dianova are related to the work of the OAS in:

· Providing persons with substance abuse or dependency problems, especially young people, with therapeutic and rehabilitation services to help them develop independence and self-esteem and help them reintegrate into society; and
· Promoting social development and education programs that contribute to personal and professional training for women and teens in order to reduce socio-economic risk factors, sexual abuse and drug abuse, illiteracy, and violence.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
Organisation Internationale Dianova works with a network of NGOs to promote cooperation and exchange of experiences among its members, in the areas of education, addiction prevention and treatment, and personal development. Organization Internationale Dianova contributions which might be of interest to the OAS are:

· Provision of consultancy services, financial support, and promoting among Dianova members the exchange of best practices in training, communication, research, and development management for its programs;

· Publication of articles and studies and organization of forums, conferences, and training workshops for network members and professionals engaged in issues related to education, health, prevention of drug and alcohol use, and social development;
· Facilitation of rehabilitation programs for drug-addicted mothers to help develop skills for them to assume responsibility and improve family life;

· Maintaining residential centers for adults and minors addicted to drugs, to assist them in the process of rehabilitation, including detoxification, addiction reversal, and social reintegration; and
· Coordination of prevention programs in elementary and secondary schools for at-risk children, including extracurricular activities in which students can learn skills or trades, participate in athletic events, and join arts or cultural groups.

Identification of OAS work areas

Organisation Internationale Dianova is proposing to collaborate with the OAS in the following areas:

· Support for the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) in designing and implementing its programs to reduce demand for illicit drugs and other abused substances, rehabilitation, and social reintegration, and through reporting on the drug problem to the Inter-American Observatory on Drugs;

· Contribute to the work of the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN) in promoting and protecting the rights of children and in improving their quality of life, with a family and community approach;

· Support for the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) in promoting access to education and training programs for women and girls, with particular attention to at-risk women; and
· Assisting the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture (DDHEC), of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), in knowledge transfer and capacity-building on issues related to youth education programs.
