International Institute for the Development of Citizenship (IIDAC) is a non-profit association founded on March 23, 1999 in Brazil with the mission to promote sustainable human development through the transfer of knowledge and sharing of experiences among governments, the private sector, non-profit organizations, academia and civil society networks that work in the promotion of democracy.

IIDAC achieves this mission through the development and implementation of social technologies and other activities that foster citizen participation in decision-making processes and the formulation of public policies, especially related to promoting the rights and well-being of children and adolescents. IIDAC also carries out capacity-building programs for youth in four methodological levels: volunteerism, youth protagonism, youth entrepreneurialism and public participation.
IIDAC was granted consultative status as a non-governmental organization with the United Nations Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) in 2009 and has financed its activities with revenue from its events and conferences, as well as programs and projects financed by the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA), the United Nations Development Program, the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the United Nations Volunteers, the Presidency of the Republic of Brazil-Special Secretariat for Human Rights (SEDH), Goias State University (UEG), the Canadian Volunteers Agency and the Spanish Volunteers Agency.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities
IIDAC provides technical support to and cooperates with local, national and international partners to promote human development, especially focused on achieving the United Nations Millennium Development Goals.  The work of IIDAC relates to OAS activities in the following ways:  
· To strengthen institutions and the principle of citizenship, volunteerism, youth leadership, interpersonal relations and social responsibility through training programs and peer-to-peer education;
· To support the political incidence of adolescents in discussions related to their human rights and social development;
· To advance cultural identity and folklore by holding festivals and other events that promote tourism to different regions of Brazil and foster local economic and artistic initiatives; and
· To develop entrepreneurial and social skills in the youth to promote social involvement and socio-economic independence.

CSO contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
The activities of IIDAC that may be of interest to the OAS include: 
· Offering technical training programs for young people in cooperation with universities to promote the development of social technologies, human development and exchange of knowledge among volunteers; 
· Carrying out programs to enhance business intelligence and innovation to provide youth with entrepreneurial and professional skills to facilitate their entry into the job market and help them generate income;
· Facilitating volunteer experiences for youth in local schools and community projects to strengthen democratic values, such as citizenship, leadership, interpersonal relations, decision-making and social obligation; 
· Creating technological platforms to collect knowledge and share information on sustainable human development projects in local communities with the goal of creating networks for transferring technologies and experiences; 
· Collecting and monitoring data and indicators of the Millennium Development Goals related to the well-being and rights of children and adolescents in order to enhance their visibility and political incidence in the development of social policies; and
· Coordinating workshops, festivals and other events to promote culture, foster leadership skills for women and increase citizens’ awareness of human rights, especially for children.

Identification of OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to collaborate
IIDAC proposes to collaborate with the OAS in the following areas: 
· Provide technical assistance to the Department of Social Development and Employment of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in the promotion of policies and programs to support job creation for youth in the region;
· Support the activities of the Department of Human Development, Education and Culture of  the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in its efforts to promote sharing of knowledge and capacity building for individuals, families and communities in the region and in support of the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices;

· Cooperate with the Young Americas Business Trust to develop programs to develop the business and employment skills of young entrepreneurs;

· Collaborate with the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN) in strengthening the political incidence of children and the development of public policies that ensure the promotion and exercise of children's rights and well-being; and
· Provide data and development indicators on the situation of the human rights of children in the Americas to the Rapporteurship on the Rights of the Child of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR).
