Federación Mexicana de Calidad de Vida y Deporte, A.C. is a not-for-profit organization established in Mexico City, Mexico, on November 7, 2000 to improve the quality of life and wellbeing of the Mexican people, especially children, youth, the elderly, persons with disabilities, the chronically ill, sex workers, victims of domestic violence, and indigenous groups.
Its National Executive Committee is based in Mexico City and the organization works in conjunction with six state-level committees:  in Aguascalientes, State of Mexico, Morelos, Queretaro, Tlaxcala, and Mexico City.  Its activities are geared towards improving the quality of life of marginalized populations through the organization of sports and recreational events as well as its participation in state, national, and international forums and meetings to promote more inclusive public policies in security, democratic governance, social and economic development, sustainable development, climate change, migration, gender equity, and culture.

Federación Mexicana de Calidad de Vida y Deporte, A.C. participated in events of the Special Summit of the Americas in Monterrey, Mexico, and in the First and Second Meetings of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas.

3. Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities
The mission of Federación Mexicana de Calidad de Vida y Deporte is to contribute to national development by promoting sports and recreation.  The organization’s main areas of work that might be of interest to the OAS include:

Sanctuaries Program,” the aim of which is to contribute to reforestation in the region, prevent soil erosion, and create better microclimatic conditions for the regeneration of biological resources.
4. Identification of the OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to support ongoing activities or to make recommendations on the best way to achieve OAS objectives

· Providing the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) and the Department of Sustainable Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) with input and recommendations on the implementation of mandates arising from the Declaration of Santa Cruz +10 and the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS);

· Providing the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights’ (IACHR) Special Rapporteurship on Migrant Workers and Their Families with information on the situation of migrant rights and immigration laws and policies in member states;

· Providing the Migration and Development Program (MiDE) of the Department of Social Development and Employment, of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), with technical advice on the development and implementation of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants; and

· Collaborating with the Department of International Affairs (DIA) of the Secretariat for External Relations (SER) through its participation in meetings and forums with civil society organizations, particularly those related to public security, integral development, human rights, democracy, and gender equity.
