Primary areas of activity and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
IBF works to promote the integral development and treatment programs for persons who stutter. The main areas of activity and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS include:

· Contributing in the formulation of public policies that promote the rights of persons with disabilities and their social inclusion through campaigns to influence policymakers and promote the use of mechanisms to facilitate the communication of people with disabilities;
