Background
Asociación Nacional de la Prensa is a non-profit organization established on February 24, 1970, in La Paz, Bolivia.  Its mission is to promote responsible freedom of expression, protect the right of access to public information and democracy, and provide training to journalists on the exercise of their profession in a responsible and independent manner.
Asociación Nacional de la Prensa is an umbrella group that represents 25 print media outlets in Bolivia, including:  Los Tiempos, Opinión, Gente (Cochabamba); Correo del Sur (Chuquisaca); La Razón, La Prensa, El Diario, Nueva Economía, El Alteño, Revista Cosas, Agencia de Noticias Fides (La Paz); La Patria (Oruro); El Deber, El Mundo, El Día, La Estrella del Oriente, Energy Press, Bolivian Business, Revista Cash, El Norte, Revista Poder y Placer, Reporte Energía (Santa Cruz); La Palabra (Beni); Nuevo Sur (Tarija); and El Potosí (Potosí). 
Asociación Nacional de la Prensa is a member of the Andean Group for Freedom of Information (GALI), International Freedom of Expression Exchange (IFEX), and Regional Alliance for the Freedom of Expression.  It has also cooperated with the Press and Society Institute (IPYS).
Asociación Nacional de la Prensa has created a Monitoring and Oversight Unit for Freedom of Expression and of the Press in Bolivia to report violations of the rights of journalists and any media outlets. It has also instituted an Ethics Tribunal to oversee compliance with the Code of Ethics established by this association, which is binding on all affiliated print media outlets.
Asociación Nacional de la Prensa has financed its activities with revenue from members' dues, lease of facilities, and advertising in ANP magazine.  The activities of the Monitoring and Oversight Unit for Freedom of Expression and of the Press in Bolivia are funded with a contribution from the National Endowment of Democracy (NED).

3. Primary areas of activities and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

· Present recommendations to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) of the Permanent Council and to the Department of International Law of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs (SLA) in connection with the Model Inter-American Law on Access to Public Information; and
· Collaborate with the Department for Effective Public Management of the Secretariat for Political Affairs (SPA), particularly in its programs on transparency, probity, and accountability.
