This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs/Secretariat for External Relations to provide information to the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organization Asociación Transparencia Bolivia.

The information contained in this report is provided pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of data and documentation presented by Asociación Transparencia Bolivia in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.

Background

Asociación Transparencia Bolivia is a nonprofit organization established on September 30, 2008 in Sucre. Its headquarters are in La Paz, Bolivia.  Its mission is to contribute to a culture of transparency and accountability through citizen participation and influence on the formulation of public policies that protect social interests.
Asociación Transparencia Bolivia (the national chapter of Transparency International) comprises six civil society organizations: Fundación Jubileo para la Formación e Investigación Político-Social, Fundación Huáscar Cajías/Proyecto Movida Ciudadana Anticorrupción, Fundación Encuentro, Red Participación y Justicia, Red Participación Ciudadana y Control Social, and Por Bolivia – Centro de Desarrollo de Éticas Aplicadas y Promoción del Capital Social.
Asociación Transparencia Bolivia conducts outreach, training, communication, and research programs to promote mechanisms for combating corruption in public and private institutions. Programs it is currently engaged in include: 1) Implementation of the CRINIS project, which investigates transparency in the financing of political activities and seeks to raise awareness of the issue among the players involved and identify actions that could enhance transparency; 2) Implementation of Bolivia's National Integrity System; and 3) Implementation of OECD (Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development) Indicators, aimed at evaluating and strengthening the institutions that monitor corruption in the country.
Asociación Transparencia Bolivia researches implementation of international anti-corruption conventions in Bolivia, such as the Inter-American Convention against Corruption and the Follow-up Mechanism for the Implementation of the Convention (MESICIC), and the United Nations Convention against Corruption. Through Transparency International, it submitted reports at the Third Session of the Conference of the States Parties to the United Nations Convention against Corruption in Doha, Qatar in 2009 and to the Third Round of Review of the Follow-up Mechanism for the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption (MESICIC) of the Organization of American States (OAS) in 2009, as well as other international conferences.

Asociación Transparencia Bolivia has financed its activities through projects funded by Transparency International, the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB) and through its consultancy services.

Asociación Transparencia Bolivia submitted its application to the OAS on September 28, 2010.

3. Primary areas of activities and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS

Asociación Transparencia Bolivia seeks to enhance social oversight of public management, promote civil society participation, monitor implementation of international commitments, boost institutional transparency, keep track of the funding of political activities, and foster access to information.  Primary areas of activity and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS:

· Programs designed to increase citizen input in the formulation of public policies to combat corruption, so as to strengthen democratic institutions, accountability, and transparency in public management;
· Research and reports on how corruption is perceived in the country and on implementation of domestic laws and international conventions on the subject; and
· Training and sensitization of civil society and the media regarding corruption issues and transparency by holding panel discussions on social oversight and monitoring and disseminating news on those topics. 
4. Identification of potential areas of collaboration with the OAS

Asociación Transparencia Bolivia would like to support the OAS in the following areas:

· Promoting the principles adopted in the Inter-American Democratic Charter and the OAS Charter;

· Submitting recommendations and reports to the Committee of Experts and Conference of States Parties to the Follow-up Mechanism for the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption (MESICIC) regarding the implementation of that Convention in Bolivia, through the Department of Legal Cooperation of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs (SLA);

· Providing information to the Department of Effective Public Management of the Secretariat for Political Affairs (SPA) on progress made in Bolivia in terms of implementation of policies and measures to promote integrity and transparency in public office and access to information; and

· Submitting recommendations to the Permanent Council’s Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) and supporting the Department of International Affairs (DAI) of the Secretariat for External Relations (SER) in promoting civil society participation in OAS activities.
