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ANALYSIS OF FACTORS RELATING TO THE APPLICATION BY ASOCIACIÓN CIVIL MUJER Y CIUDADANÍA TO PARTICIPATE IN OAS ACTIVITIES

This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs/Secretariat for External Relations to provide information to the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organization Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía.[Women and Citizenship Association].
The information contained herein is in response to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of data and documentation presented by Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.

1. Background

Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía is a non-profit organization founded on June 23, 2008 in Caracas, Venezuela, in order to promote gender equity, citizen participation, and women's rights.

Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía conducts training programs, seminars and workshops with a gender perspective, aimed at strengthening women's leadership at the community level and facilitating greater participation by women in the design and execution of public policies and in decision-making.  Since it was founded, the Association has conducted eight seminars and 10 working groups on women as promoters of tolerance and peaceful coexistence in local councils, for 50 women leaders of the Local Public Planning Councils (CLPP) in Valencia and Carabobo; and eight seminars and 10 working groups to promote women's leadership in the CLPP, with the participation of 50 female community leaders in Lecheria and surrounding areas in the state of Anzoátegui. It has also run 15 seminars, 30 forums, and 50 workshops focusing on developing local women's agendas, with the participation of 480 women. Those seminars were organized jointly with the Metropolitan University (UNIMET), the Metropolitan Women's Institute (INMEMUJER), Gente de Soluciones, and the NGO Cauce and held in the following states: Carabobo, Anzoátegui, Vargas, Aragua, Miranda, Sucre, and Lara.

Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadana also advised the journal Mujer Analítica and the National Association of Journalists (CNP) in connection with the running of 20 workshops and 10 working groups to train 120 citizens and 50 print and broadcast media reporters in community journalism. 


Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía finances its activities with contributions from its officers, revenue from consultancy work, research work, reports, workshops, and seminars for companies on gender issues, and contributions from Consorcio Rabanal (LOCTI).

Asociación Civil Mujer y Ciudadanía submitted its application on June 4, 2010.
