ANALYSIS OF FACTORS RELATING TO THE APPLICATION BY FUNDACIÓN 

GLOBAL HUMANITARIA TO PARTICIPATE IN OAS ACTIVITIES 
This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs/Secretariat for External Relations to provide information to the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organization (CSO) Fundación Global Humanitaria [Global Humanitarian Foundation].

The information contained in this report is provided pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of the supporting documentation submitted by Fundación Global Humanitaria in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.

1. Background

Fundación Global Humanitaria is a nonprofit organization founded on July 23, 1998, in Bogotá, Colombia, to promote participatory development processes and address the structural causes of poverty to ensure equal opportunity for the most vulnerable sectors of society, with emphasis on youth, women, and Afro-descendants.

Fundación Global Humanitaria focuses on providing development education for youth and ensuring the inclusion of Afro-descendant women in public policy and public health.  In 2010, it provided school materials to support the education of 12,126 students in the cities of Tumaco and Altos de Cazuca, Nariño Department, under the Departmental Development Plan 2008-2011 and the National Education Sector Plan 2006-2010. It organized three workshops in the Municipality of Tumaco that brought together 193 adolescents, youth, and officials of public and private entities, civil society organizations, and international cooperation agencies as part of its project Youth Promoters of Culture and Peace, whose mission is to teach values of coexistence and peaceful dispute resolution.

Fundación Global Humanitaria has promoted participation by Afro-descendant women in political processes through the “Humanitarian Committee of Afro-Colombian Women, providing training for 100 women in the areas of sexual, reproductive, and human rights and political participation.
In 1998, Fundación Global Humanitaria launched the Comprehensive Food and Nutrition Inspection Program, which provides food donations and health services on a daily basis to 16,562 beneficiaries in 35 cafeterias of educational institutions in the Municipalities of Tumaco, Francisco Pizarro, El Charco, and Mosquera, Nariño Department.  The Small Emergencies Fund was established to provide medical care for the most vulnerable groups in the wake of humanitarian crises and natural disasters.  In 2010, 92 children benefited from the Fund.

Fundación Global Humanitaria finances its activities through donations from the Asociación Global Humanitaria España, the Spanish Agency for International Development Cooperation (AECID), the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), Plan Padrino Colombia, the Municipality of Nariño, Tumaco city government, and private contributions.
Fundación Global Humanitaria submitted its application for registration with the OAS on July 7, 2011.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
Fundación Global Humanitaria promotes social development, education, and social and political inclusion for women, youth, and Afro-descendants.  The following activities of the organization bear some relation to the work of the OAS:

· Promoting citizen participation by Afro-descendant women through the design and implementation of workshops and seminars intended to strengthen the generation, education, and training of leaders, especially in the human rights area;
· Facilitating opportunities for youth dialogue that promote a culture of peace and peaceful dispute resolution by contributing to the conditions required for their development; and

· Implementing programs designed to improve the quality of education, medical care, and nutrition for school age children and adolescents.

4. OAS work areas to which the CSO can provide support

Fundación Global Humanitaria considers that its activities may be useful for the work performed by the various agencies and units of the OAS. Thus, it could lend support to their work by:

· Presenting recommendations to the Working Group to Prepare a Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance and the Department of International Law/Secretariat for Legal Affairs (SLA) in promoting the rights of Afro-descendant populations.

· Cooperating with the Rapporteurship on the Rights of Afro-descendants and against Racial Discrimination of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) in generating knowledge of state obligations to respect the human rights of Afro-descendants;

· Participating in the activities of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) in promoting gender equity and women’s political and social rights;

· Contributing recommendations to the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in developing the Work Plan 2009-2012 in accordance with the mandate established at the Sixth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education to improve the quality of educational opportunities and equal access thereto;

· Collaborating with the Department of Public Security (DPS) of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS) in its programs to combat smuggling of and trafficking in persons and child sex abuse; and

· Supporting the work of the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in promoting equal access to educational opportunities in priority development areas.
